Mega-drought may be on its way

Big droughts and big
rains are part of the
climate models that
show the American
West drying up.

K, a short re-cap of articles one
O and two — | went to Chicago

Climate Reality leadership
training in July to seek the truth from
leading scientists. There | learned a lot
— including the Earth is getting hotter
and research shows that temperature is
directly related to the amount of CO2 in
the Earth’s delicate atmosphere. Mankind
is dumping CO2 into the atmosphere
at the energy equivalent of exploding
400,000 Hiroshima atomic bombs every
day. The warmer temperature has raised
the humidity in the air 4% in the last 30
years, this is contributing significantly
to rain events much like a draining of a
bathtub, and thus catastrophic floods are
increasing dramatically.

Bigger, harder downpours are
simultaneously causing longer, deeper
droughts. Longer intervals between hard
rains leave the land parched. Greater
atmospheric heat impacts more water
evaporating between rains drawing
moisture from the soil and creating
drought deeper and harder on the land.

“Climate-model projections suggest

that what we consider today to be an
episode of severe drought might even
be classified as a period of abnormal
wetness by the end of the century

and that a coming mega-drought — a
prolonged, multi-decade period of
significantly below-average precipitation
— is possible and likely in the American
West,” stated Christopher R. Schwalm,
Northern Arizona University; Christopher
A. Williams, Clark University and Kevin
Schaefer, National Snow and Ice Data
Center.

One doesn’t have to think very long
about this scenario to envision more
fires, fewer crops, less food and water.
I don’t know about you, but | can feel

very uncomfortable thinking this way. It
means not only a change in how we do
business in the U.S. and the world but
also a change in our very existence.

With drought, food shortage is not just
in the far future.

“Normally we export around 2.5m
tonnes of wheat but this year we expect
to have to import 2.5m tonnes,” states
Charlotte Garbutt, British Agriculture and
Horticulture Development Board, June
2013.

David Lobell of Stanford University has
weighed in on the subject, “I think there's
been an under-recognition of just how
sensitive crops are to heat, and how fast
heat exposure is increasing.”

And even today, we should ask what
do heatwaves cost us? In 2003, Europe
endured a heatwave unlike any seen for
10,000 years. 70,000 people died, but
less attention was paid to the impact
on agriculture. In France alone — maize
production decreased 30%; fruit harvests
declined by 25%; hay and grain yields
dropped 30%. Total agricultural losses: 4
billion Euros.

Down by the Old Mill Stream

very city has its share of head-scratch-
ing street names, but one that regularly

stumps even third- and fourth-genera-
tion Wichitans is “Hydraulic.” This unassuming
road runs through the middle of town, and
features residential, commercial and industrial
development along its length, sometimes in
surprisingly close proximity to one another.
So just how did Hydraulic get its unusual
moniker?

Let us go back all the way to 1874, when
Wichita was a young settlement, freshly
added to the Santa Fe rail line.

The various hallmarks of proper cityhood
(depots, hotels, dry goods stores, churches,
etc.) were being erected in quick succession,
but as yet, there was no facility in the area for
wheat farmers to see their crop ground into
the flour that was a staple of every household.
Smaller grist mills existed, but were capable
only of producing coarser product such as

cornmeal, oatmeal and rough breakfast cereal
(in the style of Malt-O-Meal). A proper flour
mill was needed and, in fact, two came into
being almost simultaneously — one at the
corner of Douglas and Fifth Avenue (now
Santa Fe), the other on Chisholm Creek at First
Street.

In those days, Chisholm Creek ran a north-
south course east of the city limits, roughly
along the line of the Canal Route. (The drain-
age canal along which I-135 runs was, in fact,
engineered from the existing creek.)

Throughout much of the year, the creek
carried enough water to turn a wheel capable
of powering the heavy stones of a com-
mercial mill, but just to make sure the water
supply would be adequate, a channel was
dug from the Little Arkansas River north of
town to divert some of its flow into the creek
upstream from the mill.

This would cause no small amount of public
uproar, including numerous angry letters
and replies in the local papers and a series of
lawsuits and legal injuctions.

The steam-powered mill at the train tracks
on Douglas went into business first; Col
Marshall Murdock reported in his newspa-
per The Wichita Eagle on Nov. 5, 1874, that
he had received “a complimentary sack of
‘XXXXelcior Flour’ from the Wichita City Mills.”

It was not until almost a year later on Oct.
7, 1875 that the paper reported activity at
the mill on the creek, which was generally
referred to as either the Water Mill or the
Chisholm Creek Mill. Another year passed
before the Eagle ran an article stating: “The
Water Mills are running day and night to their
fullest capacity and are in every particu-
lar a grand success. Thomas, Wheeler and
Company of the Water Mills are getting up a
big reputation for their ‘Blue Ribbon’ flour.”

The Chisholm Creek Mill did voluminous
business for the next several years, expand-
ing its capacity and its sales volume regularly.
And then on Sunday, March 2, 1879, the mill
burned to the ground.

Enter H.W. Lewis, president of the
Farmers & Merchants Bank. Lewis owned
the land, the burned-out building
and the dam that helped sluice water
through the old mill; he teamed up with
local entrepreneurs the Deffenbaugh
Brothers and set out to build a newer,
better mill on the property. The new
team took advantage of state-of-the-art
advances in milling technology; it was no
longer necessary to straddle the water,
and so the building was relocated to sit
alongside the stream. Famed architect
William Henry Sternberg is reported to
have designed the new structure.

The Eagle on Dec. 8, 1881 ran an article
describing “the new water mills, named
‘The Hydraulic Mills," located on the
banks of Chisholm Creek some 50 rods
east of the city limits. Main building is 40
by 56 feet and four and one-half stories
high including basement. Water in the
forebay stands nine feet over the single
Victor turbine at the bottom, which gives
twice the power of all three Lefel wheels
in the old mills. There are four run of
stones for grinding. Cost $28,500.”

Not long thereafter, the city annexed
this area, bringing the mill within the
official boundaries of Wichita. The street
intersecting First at the site had long
been known only as “Mill Road,” but
ever after has been called Hydraulic.
Sharp-eyed readers will note that today,
between First and Douglas, running
the length of one single block between
Hydraulic and Kansas, exists a street
called Victor — named for the company
that made the Hydraulic Mill’s turbine.

The street names have proved to have
a far longer shelf life than the turbine,
or the mill itself. Due to a combination
of natural and political forces governing
the flow of water in the mill race, water
power was abandoned in favor of steam
in or around 1891. The company went
out of business and the mill was razed
in 1901. Today the McGinty Machine
Company stands on the property.

On a related note, flour milling wasn't
the only neighborhood business operated
by the Deffenbaughs. From 1890 to 1926,
at 157 N. Hydraulic (catercorner across the
intersection from the mill site), they ran

the Wichita Vinegar Company, manu-
facturing vinegar and apple cider. The
building was later converted for use bot-
tling Ne-Hi soda pop; the spot is currently
occupied by Zimmer Titus & Associates, a
distributor of medical supplies.

A Kansas perspective would be to
compare it to watching the Kansas City
Chiefs play vs. your home town football
team. Or compare Worlds of Fun to the

Both the Chiefs and
Worlds of Fun are great fun, but you might
as well get out your wallet and dump all
your money on the ground.

of. The second comparison — WoF vs. SCF
— is actually very close to what is going
on, as Oktoberfest is basically Munich’s
harvest festival on steroids ... no, make

that coke — well, steroids and coke.

So if you ever find yourself in the south
of Germany and in proximity to a county
fair or the likes; go. Here you will find the
magic of Oktoberfest. | highly recom-
mend you finish all rides prior to entering
the beer hall however. The beer hall has
been known to make more people sick
than the tilt-a-whirl. But if you are going to
be sick, just head to the bathroom, relieve
yourself in an orderly fashion, maybe grab
a breath of fresh air, and return.

All it takes to make a great beer party
is a long line of tables, starchy and fatty
foods, and a willingness to commit your-
self to some good drinking.

For nearly five decades,
Mr. Allen has provided audiences films that

if a few days’ absence is a normal routine
for him.

The awkward overwrought love tri-
angle is made complete via the sarcastic
Jace (Jamie Campbell Bower), the obliga-
tory dark and mysterious “bad boy” who
carries a lot of bladed weapons strapped
to his punk/goth outfit.

Then some stuff happens. Some of it
makes sense. Some of it doesn’t. Well,
OK, alot of it doesn’t. At one point the
film takes a long-winded detour so the
heroes can rescue Simon from a vampire
lair. (What, did you think you were
going to get a film like this and not get
vampires in some form?) Early in the film,
Clary’s mom drinks some potion that
puts her in a coma so she won't be able
to tell the bad guys where the chalice
is hidden. Jace finds the container and
seems to know what she’s taken, but,
when she’s still in the coma at the end of
the film, she’s in a Mundane hospital.

“The doctors don't know what she’s
taken, so we have to wait until she wakes
up,” Clary says. If the stuff was some
magical nonsense from the shadow-
hunters, wouldn’t they be the ones who
should be taking care of her? Hmm.

After Simon'’s incident with the vam-
pires, it seems he’s been bitten by one,
and doesn’t have to wear glasses any-
more. No more exploration of this subject
is given. Is he a vampire? Is he turning into
avampire? A little help here, please?

The whole thing devolves into a tedious,
patience-testing climax in which a main
villain, who has a Voldemort-like obsession
with racial superiority, shows up, and, in an
amazing rip-off of The Empire Strikes Back,
announces he's the father of Jace and Clary.
The viewer is left sitting there in absolute
astonishment at the audacity of this move
— it's not like the movie wasn't just bits
and pieces of other movies up to this point,
but really? Has entertainment really sunk
this creatively low?

There’s a lot more | could say about
this heap. Some of the acting is wooden
at best, lots of plot points either don't
make sense or aren't explained at any
point in the movie, and the romantic
triangle is godawful and rammed down
the viewer’s throat with the subtlety of a
sledgehammer driving a thumbtack. No
less than two characters in the first ten
minutes of the movie point out to Clary
that Simon has feelings for her. Instead of
telling us, why don'’t you show us?

Oh, and The City of Bones? It's a
basement under a graveyard. It might
be in the movie 10 minutes maximum.
Nothing worth a subtitle, certainly.

The overall effect of The Mortal
Instruments: City of Bones is to inspire the
viewer with cynicism. There’s not a single
original thing going on in this film, not
a single thought it didn't borrow, steal,
or homage from somewhere else, and
the input it gives into these ideas isn't
enough to allow the film to transcend its
Frankenstein sewn together nature.

The target audience may eat it up, but
they'll be embarrassed they did in a year, if
they remember having seeniit at all.

the victims of his crooked financial deal-
ing are Jasmine’s working class sister
(Sally Hawkins) and her now ex-husband
(Andrew Dice Clay).

With nowhere else to go, Jasmine
moves in with her sister, who is now
engaged to an auto mechanic (Bobby
Cannavale), whom Jasmine despises. As
she works to regain her high-life status,
including providing an opportunity for
her sister to fall for another man (Louis
C.K.), Jasmine manages to get a politician
(Peter Sarsgaard) to fall for her, under
false pretense.

Allen’s last two films were romantic
comedies, which have proven to be great
audience pleasers.

Blue Jasmine could have been one of
these films with the various directions
Allen could have taken the story to, but
thankfully he decided to take the more
serious approach. It was a nice change
to see an honest portrayal of how when
someone tries to climb their way back
up the social status ladder, they're most
likely to tumble and fall.

As with most of his films, Allen gets
fine performances out of everyone in
the cast. Andrew Dice Clay's brief but
memorable performance in the film was

the highlight, surprising many that only
know him through his stand-up come-
dian persona. Louis C.K. was another
highlight, exhibiting his capability in
delivering Allen’s trademark dialogue.
Hopefully, in a future Allen production,
he will have a larger part.

Although some might condemn Blue
Jasmine for not being in line with one of
Allen’s “early funny ones” and for its par-
allels to Streetcar, the film's story remains
very relevant with just how out of touch
the wealthy can be and a challenge to
what they think is the “high life.” Expect
there to be some Oscar nominations for
this one.

“Oddball” Gymbeline
closes WSC's summer

hen Wichita Shakespeare Company
Wdebuted in 1999 (with A Midsummer Night's

Dream), two of the production’s actors
crossed paths for the first time. The theater incor-
porated in 2008, making official what it had been
doing unofficially for nine years. But star-crossed
lovers Dan and Vonda beat it to the punch — they
“incorporated” at the altar in 2005. For WSC's 2013
closing production, Dan and Vonda Schuster will
appear on stage once more with WSC, a venue that
Dan admits is “very special” to him.

Both actors have a history with Cymbeline —
Dan, who directs this production, directed a prior
production for WSC, and Vonda was in its cast then
as well.

This time around he's repeating some of the
ideas he used in his earlier show, but hopes he'll
bring a more experienced touch.

“l was a relatively new director,” Schuster said,
“and Cymbeline was perhaps a bit too ambitious
for me at the time. For my 2004 production, | had a
very tongue-in-cheek, comedic take on the show.
Looking back on it now, | feel | did not do the script
justice.”

Only seven actors — Don Wineke, Dan and Vonda
Schuster, Cat Connolly, Nathan Ryan, Ed Belsan and
Jessica Gaddis — will portray all the characters in
the large cast. Women will portray men, a frequent
conceit with WSC given the limited number of roles
for women in Shakespeare’s canon.

Cymbeline (dubbed a tragedy in its first folio
but more often classified as a romance) is among
the Bard’s lesser-produced plays, a later work that
is a weird mix of legend, spectacle, comedy and
intrigue. It's something of a mash up with histori-
cal nonfiction, based on the life of a pre-Roman
British monarch. It's a play that Schuster said “defies
genre.”

“l am a fan of the oddball Shakespeare plays,”
Schuster said, “and Cymbeline is about as oddball as
they come. But that oddball nature is its true joy, |
think.”

Under a Graveyard Sky a
compelling zombie yarn

to be, starting with a life-changing viewing of Night of the

Living Dead when | was 10 and moving on to the great Italian
schlock fests like Fulci’'s Zombi 2 or City of the Living Dead. Until
now, though, | had disdained zombie fiction as silly or deriva-
tive. And while John Ringo’s Under a Graveyard Sky is not strictly
speaking a zombie book, at least not in the canonical George
Romero sense (the zombies here are not dead, but infected
with a manufactured “zombie virus”), | found myself helplessly
swept along in the narrative and ended up loving it.

Under a Graveyard Sky is the story of two brothers, both
military veterans, who have spent their lives planning for
apocalyptic disasters, more as a hobby than anything else, and
find themselves surprised that they have to respond to zombies
instead of a more mundane
crisis. Steven Smith is a teacher
and a family man. In the first
paragraph, Steven receives a
coded text message from his
brother Tom, a security manager
for a major bank, indicating that
a biological event is unfolding,
and it's time to take to the sea to
escape it. Steven drops every-
thing, walks out of his class-
room, and collects his family.
The story kicks off running and
never really lets up. There are
moments of reflection tossed in
here and there, but the story is
always moving forward.

In many ways, it reads like a
bio-technical thriller, much like
Guillermo Del Toro’s recent book
The Strain and its sequels. The
biology and chemistry of the
zombie virus are investigated,
and at the beginning it has the
feel of a detective novel, track-
ing down the culprits. As the
world becomes more chaotic,
that’s left off and the emphasis
is on merely surviving.

But the real turn in the novel
comes when Steven decides
that surviving is not enough, and determines that he is going to
free the continental United States of zombies, and starts build-
ing up an army (or more accurately, a navy, since the second
half of the book occurs mostly at sea) to help him do it.

Under a Graveyard Sky isn't really a horror novel, in that it isn’t
working on developing a mood of fear or unease amongst its
readers. Rather, it’s a high tech adventure novel, with zombies
functioning as the McGuffin. They could be replaced with alien
invaders or something similar, and it would work just as well. In
fact, the book is quite similar in tone to Heinlein's juveniles, such
as Citizen of the Galaxy or The Rolling Stones. There are teenagers
who are mature beyond their years and hyper competent. There’s
little to no graphic sex, though a fair bit of violence. Motions are
made toward developing some philosophical underpinnings to
the endeavor, but they aren’t worried over excessively.

And most of all, it's a ripping good yarn.

The plot unfolds relentlessly, the action is tight and well por-
trayed, the humor is fun but doesn’t detract from the narrative
or reduce it to a farce.

If you're not looking for a weighty, intellectual novel, but
don’t want to switch your brain completely off, you could do a
lot worse than Under a Graveyard Sky. Zombie lovers are particu-
larly encouraged to check it out. »

I’m about as big a fan of the zombie movie as it’s possible

corner. If you happened to see the Ken
Burn’s PBS documentary The Dust Bowl,
you know that at the current rate of deple-
tion, “35% of the southern High Plains will
be unable to support irrigation within the
next 30 years.” No water, no crops.

Jim Malewitz reported in March for
Stateline that the aquifer, also called the
Ogallala, is one of the world’s largest
underground sources of freshwater. It
stretches 174,000 square miles through
the middle of the country from South
Dakota to Northwest Texas, touching
parts of Kansas and five other states,
watering more than one-quarter of all
irrigated acreage in the U.S. and some of
the world’s largest cattle feedlots. The
Ogallala also provides drinking water to
four of every five people living above it.

Since Americans first began to seri-
ously irrigate the Great Plains, beginning
in the 1940s, water levels across most of
the Ogallala have fallen at least five feet,
according to the U.S. Geological Survey.
Almost one-fifth of the area has dropped
at least 25 feet, while 11% has lost 50 feet
or more. In some of the worst-off areas
of Kansas and Texas, the water table has
declined as much as 200 feet. The most
recent drought has compounded the
problem, drying up riverbeds and forcing
farmers to rely even more heavily on
groundwater.

Those who deny the existence of the
climate crisis often claim there is “no
scientific consensus,” however every
national academy of science of every
major country in the world confirms
anthropogenic global warming. In fact
those who disagree total — none.

In May 2009, the National Academies
of Science for the G8 + 5 Nations con-
firmed, “The need for urgent action to
address climate change is now indisput-
able”

There are at least 10 indicators of
global warming. They include land
surface temperature, lower troposphere
temperature, ocean heat content, sea
level, specific humidity, glaciers, north-
ern hemisphere snow cover and Arctic
seaice.

John Cook of Skeptical Science reports
that science isn’t like a house of cards, in
that removing one line of evidence (e.g.,
land surface air temperature) wouldn't
cause the whole edifice of anthropogenic
global warming to collapse. Rather, “land
surface warming” is one of more than 10
bricks supporting global warming; and
with global warming established, there
is a whole other set of bricks support-
ing “anthropogenic global warming.”

To undermine these conclusions, you'd
need to remove most or all of the bricks
supporting them — but as the evidence
continues to pile up, that is clearly
becoming less and less likely.

So man is impacting global warm-
ing. And global warming is terrifying
when we think about its ultimate impact
— heat, radical storms, sea-level rise,
devastating droughts, thirst, and starva-
tion. What can we possibly do to change
course? Next week we will explore pos-
sible courses of action and their costs. ¥

ing unemployment to pick strawber-
ries, and they all quit within a week?
