S yria has devolved into 
a clusterfuck of monu-
mental proportions.

Mess in Syria needs 
action soon to solve

Simple actions can 
help change the world.

A brief review of what I have shared 
in F5 over the past three weeks — 
I went to Chicago Climate Reality 

Project leadership training in July to 
seek the truth about climate change 
from leading scientists. There I learned a 
lot — including that the Earth is getting 
hotter and research shows that temper-
ature is directly related to the amount of 
CO2

 in the Earth’s delicate atmosphere. 
Mankind is dumping CO

2
 into the 

atmosphere at the energy equivalent 
of exploding 400,000 Hiroshima atomic 
bombs every day. The warmer tempera-
ture has raised the humidity in the air 
4% in the last 30 years; this is contribut-
ing significantly to rain events much like 
a draining of a bathtub. Thus cata-
strophic floods are increasing dramati-
cally. Longer intervals between hard 
rains leave the land parched creating 
crop shortages, livestock deaths, water 
shortage and fires.

We have experienced all of this in 
Kansas during the last two years and it is 
not expected to do anything but worsen 
with our current levels of ever-increasing 
CO2

. Just this week I heard from a friend 
from Taiwan that they have received an 
unprecedented 28 inches of rain over the 
last two days and the storm is expected 
to worsen on its way to Japan. What we 
have seen here, the world is experienc-
ing — the entire world. Every national 
academy of science in the world confirms 
anthropogenic (man-made) global 
warming.

So I am just one person, how about 
you? What can one person do? Of course 
there is the obvious: decrease our own 
carbon footprint — live more minimally 
and less like a mega consumer; eat locally 
— foods in season; adjust to warmer 
inside temperatures in the summer and 
cooler temps in the winter; install cleaner 
home energy including energy-star rated 
appliances; make use of solar panels and 
LED or CFL lighting; reduce the number 
of plugged in devices that are in stand-
by mode (computer, iPhone doc); bike, 
walk, drive electric cars and hybrids; 
and recycle or repurpose everything. 
Consider supporting The Land Institute 
in Salina that is researching and develop-
ing drought-resistant, sustainable peren-
nial crops. That’s a great start, but is there 
more we should do?

Yes!

Speak up
Please speak out about your hope 

for the future. We all need to communi-
cate with everyone we know as if clean 
energy is the expectation for our future. 

We have many solutions at hand — wind 
and solar energy on massive scales for 
example. If you run into those who don’t 
agree, check out https://realitydrop.org. 
There you will find all the latest news 
from around the world and facts to refute 
any nonbelievers you encounter and play 
the reality drop points game. Might as 
well have fun while you are saving the 
world.

Deepen your commitment
In 2012, the Tallgrass Film Festival 

screened a film called Switch. The 
screening was sponsored by the Wichita 
State University Student Chapter of 
the American Association of Petroleum 
Geologists. I was curious about why 
petroleum geologists were supporting a 
film in the ecology category. 

The film follows Dr. Scott Tinker (one of 
the world’s leading petroleum geolo-
gists) on a spectacular global adventure 
to find out what the future of energy 
holds. Visit the agenda-free energy docu-
mentary site embraced across political 
lines at its website: http://www. 
switchenergyproject.com.

Consider supporting the creation of 
local, state and national carbon policies. 
Many countries are already moving to 
this — including China, which is currently 
committed to pilot programs in five cities 
and two provinces to become models for 
the nation by 2015. Australia adopted a 
carbon tax program in 2012.

The http://citizensclimatelobby.org/
carbon-tax/ advocates a carbon tax for 
the United States. It is a simple two-
page bill that taxes carbon polluters and 
puts the income from the taxes into the 
hands of the American people to off-set 
any price rise that the tax creates at 
the pump or meter. The plan gradually 
increases the tax over 10 years, reduces 
fossil fuel subsidies and gives us time and 
incentives to make the switch to green 
energy.

Don’t give up.
Changing laws is more important than 

changing light bulbs. Let them know you 
will support or strongly oppose them 
based on their response to the ever 
evolving climate crisis. I have offered 
to facilitate the start-up of a Citizen’s 
Climate Lobby group in Wichita.

A dults in Wichita can today walk into a 
liquor store for a bottle seven days a 
week, or get a single cocktail or mug 

of beer over the counter at any local tavern 
— but that was not always the case. Modern 
tipplers in our fair city would be the envy of 
generations of our thirsty forebears.

In the beginning, drinking in Wichita was 
no big deal. The earliest newspapers in town, 
the Eagle and the Beacon, both established in 
1872, published references to the manufac-
ture, sale and consumption of alcohol in the 
city from practically day one.

The June 21, 1872 edition of the Eagle 
reported: “A couple of enterprising Teutons 
from Kansas City have leased two acres of 
Shuman’s grove for five years and engaged in 
under-trimming and fixing rustic tables and 
swings under the trees for a commodious 
beer garden business. A fine little clear water 
lake, full of fish, is in the center of the grounds, 
and washing the north side is the deep blue 
of the Little Arkansas, where they will erect 
bath and boat houses.”

On Aug. 16 of that same year the Eagle 
announced: “A. Wiegand and Co. have estab-
lished a brewery for the manufacture of ale 
and beer and are ready to fill all orders.”

Most of the early references to the liquor 
trade in Wichita are similarly upbeat and 
positive (outside the famously deadly feud 
between Delano’s competing dance hall 
proprietors Joseph “Rowdy Joe” Lowe and 
E.T. “Red” Beard), but in 1880, the state of 

Kansas — under pressure from zealots in the 
Temperance movement — declared prohibi-
tion statewide, effective Jan. 1, 1881.

A number of businessmen who had 
been operating perfectly legal, respectable 
bars and liquor stores were outraged. Fritz 
Schnitzler, whose saloon has been recreated 
at the Old Cowtown Museum, was arrested 
and twice tried for violating the new laws in 
1881. Both trials ended in hung juries, as many 
of Schnitzler’s peers sympathized with the 
publican.

Despite the prohibition of alcoholic bever-
ages, plenty of drinking went on in Wichita. 
Reports abound throughout the 1880s of 

incidents at Eldridge Park, a place described 
as “the resort for a low class of people to 
congregate every Sunday.”

An 1886 report stated: “The South Park, 
which is operated by Col. G. C. Eldridge as a 
beer garden and a place where the worst type 
of shows are given, was the scene last night of 
another disgusting row and free-for-all fight. 
It is a disgraceful hole and should be shut 
up.” (Eldridge himself was arrested by sheriff’s 
officers in July 1887 for selling intoxicating 
liquors.)

Another article went on at length about 
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Michael

the Coliseum variety theater at Eldridge’s 
park, calling it: “a den of iniquity fre-
quented by the lowest type of people. 
There are three buildings in the park. 
One is a joint where whisky and beer 
are sold. Another is a house of ill-fame, 
where the variety women are kept, and 
the third is the place where the show is 
given and the dances are held.”

The drunken antics from the park 
spilled over into other parts of the city, 
as well, thanks to the early steam trolley 
line run by Henry Schweiter. The July 
18, 1887 Wichita Beacon ran a report of 
“a disgraceful row on the Motor Line 
returning yesterday after from Eldridge 
Park. A bunch of toughs fired up with beer 
refused to obey the conductor when the 
train was on Kellogg near Chisholm Creek, 
and a fight started. The coupling pin was 
pulled by the conductor so the engine 
and first car could go downtown for help. 
The toughs started to push the second car 
down to Chisholm Creek with the inten-
tion of dumping it in. Citizens stopped 
this but the toughs then got under the car 
and turned it over on its side.”

On Dec. 27, 1900, anti-booze terrorist 
Carrie Nation and her gang of militant 
prohibitionist women walked into the 
ornate bar at the Carey (now Eaton) 
Hotel and raised a ruckus, smashing 
liquor bottles, destroying a huge mirror 
and hurling billiard balls at John Noble’s 
painting “Cleopatra at the Roman Bath.” 
Nation and other activists of her ilk 
rampaged throughout the state, furious 
that in many parts of Kansas, 
the laws on the books were 
not being enforced with any 
consistency at all.

The authorities’ lax attitude 
toward alcohol continued 
until 1907, when pressure 
groups finally got some 
traction within the law 
enforcement community. In 
September of that year the 
Beacon did a bit of investiga-
tive journalism and found: 
“Beer over improvised bars, 
from tubs of chilly ice water, 
out of ice chests standing 
in the open, off restaurant 
tables, and over green-topped 
card tables was to be had at 
five places between Emporia and Rock 
Island Avenue on East Douglas Avenue 
Saturday night, openly, despite prohibi-
tion. The price was 40 cents a bottle for 
Pabst, Budweiser, Schlitz, etc.”

In that year the city forced the Busch 
Brewing Company to stop using a build-
ing at Douglas & Mead, on the Rock 
Island train tracks, as a cold storage facil-
ity for keg beer, even though that beer 
was not available for sale in Kansas.

In 1919 the U.S. Government ratified 
the 18th Amendment to the Constitution, 
and prohibition went into effect coast-
to-coast until the 21st Amendment 
anulled it in 1933. The next year Kansas 
voters had the opportunity to amend 
the state law to allow for the end of 
statewide prohibition; they came out in 

droves to refuse it. Though much of the 
rest of America was free once more to 
enjoy its libation of choice, the citizens of 

our fair state were out of luck.
Lawmakers made an end 

run around the state prohibi-
tion statutes in 1937, when 
they took advantage of a 
clause that allowed the legis-
lature to define exactly what 
constituted an “intoxicating 
beverage.” The decision was 
made that a liquid with 3.2% 
or less alcohol was technically 
exempt from prohibition; this 
type of drink was reclassified 
as a “cereal malt beverage.” 
Beer was once again free to 
flow in the state of Kansas.

It would be 1948 before 
stronger spirits were once 
again allowed in our fair state, 

and 1986 before the law changed to allow 
an adult to walk into a bar off the street 
(in most counties, anyway) and order a 
drink. In the interim, the state’s Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission ruled with an iron 
fist, and law enforcement officials like 
Sedgwick County Sheriff Vern Miller made 
national headlines by raiding the bar cars 
of Amtrak passenger trains and forbidding 
commercial airlines from serving liquor in 
the airspace above the county.

This weekend, one of the oldest 
continuously-operating bars in Wichita, 
the Shamrock Lounge, will be celebrat-
ing its 80th anniversary. When opened 
in 1933, the Shamrock was known as 
Geselle’s Bar & Grill. The proprietor was 
one T.C. Geselle, a frustrated local air-
plane designer whose dreams of open-

ing an aircraft factory were shot down by 
the stock market crash of 1929. Geselle 
craftily subverted prohibition by selling 
“medicinal” alcohol by prescription from 
a pharmacy in the same building. The 
bar has in recent days been dramatically 
expanded with a vast outdoor seating 
area by current owner Dave Stough, 
once an all-city varsity football star. 
Only Merle’s Place on North Seneca, 
another fine neighborhood bar, has been 
around as long. Prior to operating the 
Shamrock, Stough was partner in The 
Spot Recreation in the 1600 block of East 
Douglas, another bar that had its roots in 
the 1930s; it was razed in the 1990s.

If you are the type who takes pleasure 
in the imbibing of the occasional alcoholic 
beverage, next time perhaps pour a little 
on the ground in honor of our parched 
patriarchs, so many of whom were unable 
to enjoy our contemporary freedoms.

The giant disco ball dominating the center 
of the room offers the promise that a gor-

They also offer amazing, waist-
line-be-damned baked goods from 
Cake Face and you have got to try 
their affogato made with local arti-
san ice cream. Seating is somewhat 
limited, but it’s a great place to 
stop for a breather downtown and 
rejuvenate with a Velvet Thunder 
or a Master Shake. You’ll have to ask 
about those.

W ichita Community Theatre 
opens its 2013-14 season with 
Jon Robin Baitz’s Other Desert 

Cities, which in 2011 won the playwright 
plaudits for what is largely considered his 
best work in recent years. The play also 
was a finalist for a Pulitzer.

Other Desert Cities turns 
around the holiday reunion of a 
fractured family in which each 
member, like shards of glass in a 
kaleidoscope, throws a different-colored 
light on the story of their lives together. 
The collection of characters — rich, 
arch-conservative parents who were 
pals with Reagan and Hollywood’s stars 
of yore and are now comfortably set up 
in their Palm Springs home; their left-
leaning daughter, a best-selling author 
whose soon-to-be-released title is a 
tell-all that spills nasty family secrets; a 
son valiantly perched between warring 
factors in the family; and an alcoholic 
aunt freshly back from rehab — would 
suggest a knock-down war-zone of a 
play.

But while Other Desert Cities throws 
its verbal punches with plenty of verve, 
the play is, in the end, a story about five 
loving, blood-bound human beings 
doing their best to care for one another 
in what one of the characters (the writer, 
of course) calls “the indentured servitude 
of having a family.”

This production’s director, Kenneth 
Mitchell, said he chose to direct the play 
because, “It is the kind of play I want to 
see more of.” He cited the playwright’s 
skill at drafting compelling characters 
with strong beliefs and sympathetic 
qualities regardless of their leanings, and 
noted that “there is politics in this show, 
but it is part of who the characters are, 
not the defining meaning of the play.”

Mitchell is best known as an actor, 

having last directed his own show some 
15 years ago. He said Wichita has “an 
amazing talent base” of players who can 
support plays like this one that require 
“thinking actors to pull off.” His cast 
includes Jennifer Clayton as the daugh-
ter who has just dropped the bomb-
shell about her book, David Weills and 
Deb Campbell as her parents, Michael 

Webber as her brother, and 
Beth Wise as her currently sober 
aunt. Four of the actors perform 
frequently around Wichita; this 
is a WCT debut for Clayton, a 

newcomer to Wichita.

A golden, flaky crust is all you need 
to transform a blah-bland side of 
veggies into an irresistible meal 

centerpiece. It works really well with all 
the summer vegetables such as zuc-
chinis, squashes, eggplants, peppers, 
tomatoes and corn. Onions, garlic and 
herbs will enhance 
the summery flavors. 
It is a lovely way to 
recycle your leftovers as 
well — like the side of 
veggies no one touched 
yesterday night. In the end this vegetable 
galette comes very cheap and can go 
very fancy — and not only because we 
give it a French name.

You can make the dough yourself, or 
just buy it at the grocery store. Organic 
crust would be better, of course, but 
otherwise just try and find one with 
real butter in it. It might be hidden in 
the frozen products aisle. If you make 
your own, you can double the recipe 
and keep a ball of dough in the freezer 
as well.

Another way to deal with dough is 
to have your children make it. It is very 
simple and super messy, as a conse-
quence it is high fun. It might even be 

educational as they will be proud to be 
feeding the family and will have to clean 
their mess afterward. The dough can be 
made by a 4-year-old, the veggie chop-
ping can be done by a 7-year-old under 
supervision.

To make the dough
• Cut 1 stick of butter in small chunks
• Blend in some flour, rubbing the 

butter into it with the tips of your fingers 
until you have a mess of clumps the 
consistency of peas
• Blend in some cold water until dough 

comes together
• Sprinkle some flour on the counter 

and roll the dough

To make the veggie galette
• Pre-heat the oven at 400°F
• Cut your veggies in small chunks
• Grill the veggies on the barbecue or 

cook them in a skillet or a wok with a few 
spoons of olive oil, until slightly soft
• Put your rolled dough on a baking 

sheet or a pie dish
• Put the veggies on top of it
• Fold the edges in, partially overlap-

ping the veggies
• Bake until the dough is firm and 

golden
• Cut slices, and serve with a green 

salad

T he World’s End is the third film in the so-
called Three Flavours Cornetto Trilogy, 
following Shaun of the Dead and Hot 

Fuzz. All three were directed by Edgar Wright, 
co-written by Wright and Simon Pegg, and 
star Pegg and Nick Frost.

This alone should tell the reader that this 
film is not only well worth his or her time, but 
is probably a great time at the movies to boot.

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— Peter Page (Eddie Marsan), Oliver 
Chamberlain (Martin Freeman), Steven 
Prince (Paddy Considine) and Andy 
Knightly (Nick Frost) have all moved on 
with their lives into marriages, families 
and careers. King is able to get their 
reluctant agreement to take on his mis-
sion largely through manipulating them 
to come along, with Knightly the hardest 
to convince due to a car accident the 
two suffered after a drunken binge as 
teenagers.

While the first few pub adventures 
end up being far from what King would 
consider ideal, the night’s mission carries 
on more or less successfully until the 
quintet realize that the majority of the 
townspeople aren’t human at all, but 
biomechanical constructs that have been 
supplanting the town’s human popula-

tion ala Invasion of the Body Snatchers or 
The Stepford Wives and, while they’ll toler-
ate a little fooling around in their town, 
King and his group are certainly going 
to push the limits of what they’ll tolerate 
before they become dangerous.

It’s not bad enough that the five have 
to try to save their skins and self-sen-
tience from a race of semi-robotic clones, 
but to also try to do so when drunk? 
Yeah…

As in the previous films in the 
Cornetto Trilogy, The World’s End 
is a comedy injected with surpris-
ing moments of poignancy, the sum 
of which creates a rollicking British 
comedy that knows when to be serious 
and how to use that seriousness to best 
advantage.

In an interesting twist, the roles of 
Pegg and Frost are somewhat reversed 
from Shaun of the Dead — now Frost 

is the one trying to be the responsible 
adult while Pegg plays a loudmouthed, 
crass would-be hedonist, and their 
onscreen chemistry is just as strong as 
ever.

Pegg’s performance is particularly 
strong in this film, as his boorish regres-
sive walks a fine line between punk 
anarchist jubilation and pathetic, depres-
sive nobody desperate for some ultimate 
shot at youthful glory better left twenty-
odd years behind him.

Witty, hilarious and, in its very human 
way, touching, The World’s End is a nos-
talgic look not at dumb teenage hijinks 
themselves so much as the sheer wonder 
and importance in life of having an era of 
dumb youth.

While this film is claimed to be the 
third of a trilogy, let us hope that these 
three will be followed by many, many 
more films in the years to come.

You’re Next just bleeds out

Y ou’re Next is gory horror to the 
extreme, but some of the scariest 
moments in the film come directly 

from the stylized way the scenes are set 
up.

The movie begins with a family gather-
ing for their parents’ 35th wedding anni-
versary. Paul (Rob Moran) and 
Aubrey (Barbara Crampton) 
are the heads of the family 
and have just arrived at 
their sprawling mansion to 
prepare for a weekend vaca-
tion with their three children 
and their significant others. 
Their middle child, Crispin 
(AJ Bowen), and his girlfriend, 
Erin (Sharni Vinson), arrive 
first. Erin is surprised at the 
lavish house and the status 
of Crispin’s family. When 
Crispin’s brothers (Nicholas 
Tucci, Joe Swanberg) and 
sister (Wendy Glenn) arrive the next 
day, Erin realizes just how dysfunctional 
this family really is. Drake (Swanberg), 
the oldest, and his wife, Kelly (Margaret 
Laney), are very uptight and Drake has a 
hard time keeping his mouth shut when 
it comes to the failures of his younger 
siblings.

The family sits down for dinner and 
the fighting begins. Just when the family 
is getting sick of one another, an arrow 
shoots through the dining room window 
and lands its mark in the head of one of 
the guests. Suddenly they all realize that 
they are being hunted by six masked 
assailants and no one is safe.

What sets You’re Next apart from its 
competitors in the horror genre is direc-

tor Adam Wingard’s heavy 
stylization. The shots are 
long, close and personal; the 
music is jarring and discon-
nected.

The story’s main focus is 
on the survival of the family 
and what it is they do to save 
themselves from the masked 
men who have targeted 
them for a horrible death.

What makes the film scary 
is the cinematography and 
music to suspend disbelief of 
the unrealistic situation. For 
example, there is one scene 

in the film where one of the family mem-
bers is lying in bed and the frame shows 
the character in the bed in a wide angle 
and slowly the audience realizes that 
they are not alone. A hand slowly makes 
its way from under the bed, and for the 
first time in the film the audience and the 
family realize that they are not alone in 

the house.
Though the stylization of the film gets 

the story off to a frightening start, the 
momentum is soon killed. The overall 
product falls short of the bar that is set in 
the first half of the movie.

What this movie struggled most with 
was keeping the audience invested in 
what is happening on screen. The acting 
is terrible and never seems to fit with 
how an actual person would react during 
an extreme situation. The plot twists are 
a little predictable and leave something 
to be desired. The violence goes beyond 
realism to outrageous and some of the 
deaths border on medically inaccurate. 

For fans of the super bloody disgust-
ing movies, you will find lots in the 
extravagant tools and devices used to 
take out members of the cast. 

For me this type of disgusting unre-
alistic death takes the horrific realism 
right out of the equation. I will say that 
even several nights after viewing the 
movie that I still lie awake staring at my 
half-open closet waiting for the door to 
slowly creep open and for one of those 
dreadfully frightening animal masks to 
appear out of the darkness.

Though you won’t spend the entirety 
of the film on the edge of your seat 
waiting for the next big scare, you will 
certainly carry the images with you long 
after you leave the theater.

E ven for the most politically 
cynical among us, a visit 
to our nation’s capital can 

evoke a sense of patriotism and 
pride for the trailblazing history 
of the United States.

The sheer number of monu-
ments, memorials, and muse-
ums can fill weeks of a traveler’s 
itinerary, but watch out! As a 
tourist in DC, there is a signifi-
cant risk of getting stuck on the 
Mall and missing out on some 
of the everyday life of this multi-
cultural, effervescent city.

For those not familiar with 
the term, the “Mall” refers to 
the National Mall, a two-mile 
stretch of open land with the 
Lincoln Memorial on one end, 
the U.S. Capitol building on 
the other end, the Washington 
Monument in the middle, and 
the Smithsonian museums 
bordering the edges. While the 
impressive expanse of the Mall 
will put the spirit of America 
in your heart and blisters on 
your feet, there truly is more 
to discover in DC than exalted, 
marble columns and statues.

Stay
Lodging in DC can really push 

the limits of your travel budget, 
but luckily there is a hidden 
gem lurking in the Adams 
Morgan district, which will 
save you money and give you 
a comfortable stay in a vibrant, 
residential DC neighborhood. 
The name of the gem is The 
Adam’s Inn and it’s a Victorian 
bed & breakfast spread across 
three 100-year-old row houses 
with antique furnishings, a 
garden patio, and daily break-
fast at a communal dining table, 
which gives you the feeling 
of coming home at the end of 
each day. The Adam’s Inn has 26 
rooms, 15 with private bath-
rooms, with rates as low as $109 
per night, a price unheard of for 
a location only 2 miles from the 
White House. But if you’d prefer 
less B&B and more Euro-chic, 
head a little further downtown 
and book a room at the Hotel 
Rouge. Located on Embassy 
Row, this boutique hotel oozes 
high design and offers a fitness 
center, in-room spa services, 
nightly wine tastings and rates 
starting at a reasonable $139.

Do
As previously mentioned, the 

sights located on the National 
Mall are definitely worth visit-
ing. However, by veering a bit 
off the beaten path, there are 
many attractions to visit that 
are just as remarkable. For a 
not-to-be-missed museum 
located in the Chinatown 
district, be sure to check out 
the National Portrait Gallery. 
Home to the official portraits of 
all the U.S. presidents, as well 
as cultural figures like Mark 
Twain, the centerpiece of the 
museum is a 28,000 square-foot 
enclosed courtyard, named 
by Conde Nast as one of the 
seven modern architectural 
wonders of the world due to its 
elegant glass canopy floating 
like a cloud over shallow pools 
of water below. This is a perfect 
place to take a break and have a 
quiet cup of coffee while explor-
ing the city.

To experience DC’s signifi-
cant black history and culture, 
take a self-guided tour around 
the U Street neighborhood 
by following 14 poster-sized 
signs that reveal the impressive 
legacy of a neighborhood that 
was once home to the nation’s 
largest urban African American 
community.

Labor Day brings 
out the beginners

F riday night at John Barleycorn’s 
was Labor Day weekend (and Final 
Friday) in the Peerless Princess 

of the Plains. When I rolled up to John 
Barleycorn’s about 10 o’clock at night, it 
was a beautiful, clear summer evening. 
Barleycorn’s, 608 E. Douglas, has been a 
rock venue under one name or another 
for almost 15 years. The space has been a 
bar for as long as I can remember.

The Friday leading into Labor Day

Friday, it was one of those moments for 
La Busqueda and Jib Jab Jones and the 
Indigo Circus.

La Busqueda is a local two piece band 
consisting of Bryson Arnold on drums and 
synth and Doug Lynn on guitar. A lot of 
what they did was instrumental rock, very 
tightly played and well thought out. Lang 

sang a few numbers — his guitar playing 
outshined his singing. Give it time; this 
was the third show for La Busqueda, and 
I’m looking forward to seeing them again. 
Catch them soon, I hear good things hap-
pening with this band.

Jab Jones and the Indigo Circus is a 
very earnest folk rock band from Kansas 
City with a coffee shop message. Erik 
Garlington has a lot to say and got it out 
emphatically. They had some technical 
issues, but weathered those and the set 
was played well. Garlington bantered 
with the audience, he seemed 20 and 
angry, then again I’m 40 and mostly com-
placent. This message is not for me. Post 
high school blues, drunk parties suck, 
and so on.

has been crossed and affirming that 
the United States is ready to deal 
out severe punishment, President 
Obama now has decided to wait 
until after Congress reconvenes on 
Monday, Sept. 9, so that he can have 
Congressional approval for his action. 
The Assad administration now has a 
week to reposition its forces and pre-
pare for the attack.

So what are we to make of all this? 
First we must ask what America’s stake 
is in all this. Do we have vital interests 
at stake? Will we be threatened if Syria 
becomes a failed state? Can we live with 
a continued conflict adding daily to the 
toll of 100,000 deaths resulting from the 
war? Are we able to live with an Islamist 
state should one emerge from the fight-
ing?

What kind of involvement are we 
willing to approve? Air strikes? Massive 
material support to the rebels? Naval 
bombardment? Special Forces raids? 
Are we willing to take the chance that 
some of Syria’s Russian allies, most likely 
weapons technicians, will be killed by 
U.S. action? Will Syrian agents or their 
friends target Israel or American inter-
ests overseas?

We are in the process of drawing 
down our forces in Afghanistan and 
have greatly reduced our presence in 
Iraq. That should free up money to use 
domestically or pay down our debt. Are 
we willing to take on new financial obli-
gations regarding Syria?

President Obama is playing politics. 
He sees an opportunity to shift the 
blame for American involvement over 
to the Congress. He knows that they 
will criticize him heavily no matter 
what he does. Now he has a chance to 
make them make the call. Only if they 
follow the lead of the British Parliament 
will he have to take independent 
action.

This is a great opportunity for the 
president to score points in his struggle 
with Congress. They will have to stand up 
and be counted one way or the other and 
take responsibility for the aftereffects. 
But this is a poor time to play political 
games. People are dying and the Assad 

administration is hardening its installa-
tions. An attack will probably unite his 
people more behind him. Failure to act 
will allow him to thumb his nose at world 
opinion.

The president needs to pull up his 
big boy pants and do whatever it is that 
he thinks needs to be done with all the 
speed he can muster.

He doesn’t have to worry about reelec-
tion and probably needn’t fret about 
impeachment.

He just needs to do what’s right and 
get it over. Just do it right.

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conservative and nowhere in town does 
the preppy runneth over like M Street in 
Georgetown. Feel free to tie a sweater 
around your shoulders and take a walk 
down this shopping thoroughfare to 
browse in the windows of Abercrombie 
& Fitch, Michael Kors, and Lacoste. 
Georgetown itself is a very charming, 
cobblestone-covered neighborhood 
founded in 1751 and even if Coach bags 
aren’t your style, a stroll around this area 
is definitely worthwhile.

For a more vintage, crafty shopping 
experience, journey over to Eastern 
Market in Capitol Hill, the city’s premier 
food and arts market, where you’re likely 
to find a velvet painting of a white tiger 
next to an antique oak dresser. And for 
a literary treat, stop by independent 
bookstore and cafe Kramerbooks & 
Afterwords on Dupont Circle to delight 
your palette with both a wide selection 
of bestsellers and one of the best week-
end brunch menus in town.

Eat & Drink
As one might expect from a diverse 

melting pot like DC, the dining selection 
offers a chance to eat around the world 
without leaving the city limits. 

One style of cuisine that is particularly 
excellent and often difficult to find in 
other cities is Ethiopian. 

The Ethiopian population in DC is the 
largest in the U.S. and, even for those 
who are skeptical of communal eating 
using spongy injera bread to scoop the 
food, the delicious combinations of spicy 
stewed meats, mashed lentils, and sea-
soned salads of potatoes and chilies will 
definitely astonish the tastebuds. 

For the best Ethiopian taste explosion 
in town, try the fare at Meskerem on 18th 
Street along with a glass of honey wine 
to compliment the exotic flavors.

After a taste-safari in Africa, venture 

into European territory at Granville 
Moore’s on H Street, a gastropub serving 
up Belgian Moules Frittes (mussels and 
fries) and beer. 

The moules are served five different 
ways, but the bread-sopping favorite has 
got to be the “fromage bleu,” mussels 
served in a broth of white wine, shal-
lots, pork belly, and blue cheese. Be sure 
to select some dipping sauces for the 
fries such as truffle mayo or horserad-
ish cream and wash it all down with a 
citrus-coriander-flavored Hoegaarden 
white beer.

Practical Tip: Airports When book-
ing flights to DC, be aware that the two 
different airports, Dulles and Reagan, are 
definitely separate and far apart from 
each other. Dulles is located 26 miles 
north of the city and does not currently 
have a Metro train connection, making 
a $30 shuttle bus or a $60 taxi ride some 
of the only transport options. For a more 
convenient alternative, look for flights 
into Reagan, only 5 miles from down-
town, where the Metro connects to the 
concourse and a train ticket into the city 
costs approximately $3.
