out on their own. Our goal is to take back
the dream of flight from the suits and
the corporations and give it back to the
people.”

At that moment, another of the
company'’s founders stepped out from
behind the canvas covering the frame in
the center of the room. Burke introduced
the gentleman as Lucien, no last name,
principal designer of the project.

“He was a barista for like 10 years,
and his latte art was just amazing. It was
obvious he would be the guy to come
up with our signature look. He was the
one who thought of wearing suspenders
with jeans. The three of us just had this
idea, when we were driving our Westfalia
down through Ecuador, it was like a
vision. We knew we had to fly and teach
people how to fly.”

The third member of the team, Warren
Tilbury, was hospitalized last week after
a failed test flight from the top of a build-
ing downtown. When asked about this,
Lucien nervously tugged on his suspend-
ers as he admitted that there are still
bugs to be worked out.

“Everything we have is locally sourced.
Our canvas and rope is all hemp, grown
locally,” he said. “The wood we use is all

grown sustainably and the gears and
chains are all recycled parts from old
Schwinn bicycles. The trick is figuring out
how to put those together into an actual,
you know, aeroplane.”

The trio claim to be working from the
design of the original plane the Wright
Brothers flew at Kitty Hawk, or rather
from the memory of having seen a pic-
ture of it at some point.

“Everything we build is going to be
totally handcrafted and artisan. Sure it
may not fly as well as some slick cor-
porate plane, but it will be a thousand
percent more real.”

Thus far, the company derives the bulk
of its income from sales of T-shirts printed
with their logo. There are pre-orders for
two planes, but according to reports at
least four prototypes have been com-
pletely destroyed in their attempts to
“re-discover” the secret of flight.

“We will succeed because we are art-
ists, like the Wrights were, and because
we aren't trying to be the fastest or the
best. Just the most authentic,” Burke
said. “Also, because our planes use no
fossil fuels and run entirely on vegetable
oil, they aren’t regulated by the FAA and
won't require any sort of pilot’s license.”

Upon a cursory verification of the
accuracy of those statements, they were

immediately proven entirely false.

As | left the factory, | was asked not
to share their location or the address
of their website, as they don’t want to
“become a thing” or be “too accessible.”
Burke waved goodbye and said, “It really
isn't about the money for us, that's not
what a business should be about. It
should be about, you know, the thing.
You know. The thing.”

Skaters to roll out new store

a handful of young talents. Jake Williams and Cory

Whitlock, both 24, are the founders of the Wichita
Skateboarding Society and soon-to-be creators of a skate
shop in Delano.

Growing up in small towns in the suburbs of Wichita, both
Williams and Whitlock began skating in their early teens and
got hooked on the art.

“At that time, skating was pretty popular; all the neighbors’
kids skated, and | became quite passionate about it,” Williams
said. “With skateboarding, nobody'’s telling you what to do.
It's about going out there and teaching yourself — doing it on
your own.”

“And,” Whitlock added, “it's so much fun.”

Skateboarding has become very legitimate and even cov-
eted, with millions of skateboarders around the world, as well
as widely broadcasted competitions and billions of dollars in
business.

Yet skateboarding has had a hard time finding its place in
Wichita. Street skating is still forbidden downtown for fear

know about it, and its isolation as well as
the proximity to the railroad tracks make
it a good rendezvous for illegal activities.

Therefore the situation was not very
encouraging for ICT skaters. Williams
and Whitlock made it their mission to
support their passion locally: “We want
to get kids in the spotlight, push them to
do better, help them get sponsors, enter
competitions and travel,” Williams said.
“We want to give them something to
identify themselves with and keep them
away from troubles.”

Skateboarding can be a sport that
one gets into when one doesn'’t really fit
in elsewhere, and skate culture encom-
passes a taste for transgression. It does
not mean all skaters are reckless rebels,
and changing this image is the second
goal of the Wichita Skateboarding
Society: “Skateboarding is sometimes
perceived as a waste of time and talent.
We want to change perception about
skateboarding,” Williams said.

Hence they launched their associa-
tion: “We began opening a Facebook
page last February and it just blew up. It
exploded with opportunities,” Whitlock
said. With more than 500 followers, the
page already gathers a nice commu-
nity of skaters, ex-skaters and skate-
interested people. And it keeps growing
steadily. For the whole Wichita area, the
skate community could reach a thou-
sand individuals. In June, the Wichita
Skateboarding Society organized its first
contest. In August they were a part of the
Riverfest Parade — maybe the highest
recognition for Wichita.

What is the recipe behind this fast-

paced success? If these young men are
definitively the cool kids in town, they
also work like pros. Their black-and-white
sleek logo was designed by Jake, and
social media is a natural playground

for the Millennials they are. They made
brochures and went to see the local busi-
nesses and skate brands, and soon found
sponsors both local and global.

Ann Keefer, Vice President of Program
Development at Wichita Festivals, is the
one who had them featured in River
Fest: “l am impressed with their passion
and dedication to the sport. They are
taking a business approach to growing
the Wichita Skateboarding Society and
it is working with new opportunities to
partner with cultural organizations and
other community groups.”

The Wichita Skateboarding Society is
not only for skaters and not only about
skating. Skate culture is more about self-
expression and community. Thus WSS
contests are open to everyone, with local
food and music.

“We have older people come and
watch the kids do tricks. We want every-
one to come and enjoy,” Williams said.
And as skate culture has always been

tightly tied in with music and the visual
arts, WSS is also involved in other events
such as the last art show presented at the
Go Away Garage.

The next step for WSS is to open a core
skate shop.

“Skate shops came in, went out for a
long time here,” Whitlock said. “So we
decided to have our own space, our own
shop.”

They found the investor and the
space, set in Delano. It will be called the
WellDone Skate-Supply, and the inten-
tion is to create and sell products under
this brand.

“We want to sell stuff you can’t find
anywhere else around here,” Williams
said. That includes local brands. There
will be a mini ramp in the store, for
people to try gear or just hang out.

“It's about connection,” Williams said.
“We will be there to give advice and
show how to use what we sell.”

The store will sell art supplies and
feature art pieces and performances.

“We want to keep opening people’s
eyes on cool stuff. Lots of things going
on in big cities could be successful here
in Wichita as well.”

Kayo Dot is one of those bands who
has been around forever and is almost
criminally overlooked in conversations
about avant-garde metal bands. This
band has had more lineup changes than
Spirit of the Stairs , and those constant
shifts in lineup, while they continue to
bring in innovative new blood and fresh
sounds, also lead to a lack in creative
focus.

Kayo Dot released Hubardo last week
and it might be their strongest effort
since 2006's Dowsing Anemone with
Copper Tongue, though it’s not entirely
unique in their catalog.

Quiche is a traditional
fare of French cuisine. It
originates in eastern France, near Germany,
and is a kind of pie filled with a savory
custard garnished with bacon bits and
onions.

should be turned toward family father
Josh (Patrick Wilson), who, it was
revealed at the end of the previous
film, turned out to be possessed by an
evil spirit that had stalked him since
childhood. Indeed, he’s acting more
peculiar than usual, and, when the
ghost of a long-dressed woman starts
causing havoc about the house, the
paranormal investigators from the first
film get back together to figure out
what’s going on.

Gone is the first film's demonic entity,
who | suppose like demonic entities are
probably prone to do, had a real liking
for the godawful Tiny Tim tune “Tiptoe
Through The Tulips,” replaced with the
spirit of a serial killer who managed to
keep his ghastly hobby a secret, all while
being manipulated into murdering by his
domineering mother who, you guessed
it, happened to be an older womanin a

really long dress.

Wan is quickly proving that he’s an ace
in horror outside of the visceral world
of Saw, with a real knack for building
tension through story and visuals. The
script by Wan and his frequent partner
Leigh Whannell — also from Saw, Dead
Silence, and Insidious — works for the
most part, though occasionally stumbles
on a clunky line of dialog and sometimes
seems a little too convenient for its own
good.

If the film has one real weakness,
it's the fact that, in order to use what'’s
happened before as a launchpad for this
entry, Wan and crew decided to pretend
the act from the final second or two in
the first film didn't happen at all. It wants
to have a bit of mystery in regards to
whether or not Josh is really possessed,
and so pretend that this tiny piece of the
previous film didn’t happen.

Of course, we who saw the first film
know it did, and so the “is he/isn't he

possessed?” games don’t work on us.

We already know the answer to this
question, and thus it feels as if the film’s
taking longer to reach the proper conclu-
sions than it really should.

| do have to give bonus points to Wan
and Whannell for not ending the film on
the same sort of irksome twist they gave
the first one, deciding to clearly draw
a conclusionary line for the Lambert
family in this outing, with a nice ending
sequence suggesting a new direction for
the franchise.

For fans of the first film, Insidious:
Chapter 2 will be a welcome revisit to
the haunted Lambert family, though
moviegoers coming to this film without
having seen the predecessor will get
more mileage out of its attempt at a pos-
session mystery.

The Conjuring is still the superior horror
film in Wan's most recent filmography,
but Insidious: Chapter 2 is certainly no
slouch.

Riddick discovers the planet is unin-
habited by humans but completely
overrun with strange and dangerous
creatures. After reminding himself of
his primal nature, he gets back to basics
and begins surviving on his new home.
Riddick and his new dog-like compan-
ion discover that on the other side of
the planet there is water, vegetation
and a mercenary outpost. They journey
there in search of supplies and find the
outpost deserted.

After plundering the facility and taking
refuge in a nearby cave, Riddick notices

that a dangerous storm is coming, and
he decides it is time to get off the planet.
He uses the mercenaries’ emergency
beacon to call for help.

Of course, once his face is scanned
into the system, two competing bands
of mercenaries fly straight for the planet,
eager to collect the bounty on Riddick’s
head. They soon learn that Riddick is only
the beginning of the hostile creatures
on this new planet, and they may need
to start working together to survive the
night.

Riddick is at its heart a science fiction
and action movie.

The hardboiled detective gets a twist in City of Devils

rst book to meld the hardboiled detective novel to
the horror or science fiction genre. Indeed, psychic
detective stories have been around for almost a century.
But I will say that this particular mix isn’t exactly common,
and Robinson creates a world that, though it
comes off as a bit goofy at first, ultimately is
engrossing and enjoyable.

The plot is rather intricate, yet fits together well and
flows quite naturally from one event to the next. Even
though at first the entire conception of the novel seems
ridiculous, what with the silly names that the monster
characters have (when you change, you get to choose
a rebirth name, such as Vlad Bathroy, a vampire agent,
or Serendipity Sargasso, Nick's sea siren secretary), or
the idea of a “monsternity ward”, where newly changed
monsters are cared for in the first delicate
weeks after rebirth, or the idea of giant eye
monsters as film studio executives. Despite all
of that, once you're a quarter of the way into
the book, Robinson’s descriptions and narration
are so straightforward and matter of fact that
the reader begins to accept it.

There’s real tension in the idea that the pump-

strong humorous streak running throughout, the
sense of the danger that Nick is in, the real stakes
he’s playing for, is never lost.

That'’s a tough balance to maintain, but Robinson man-
ages to pull it off deftly. Similarly, he draws a lot of paral-
lels between the human / monster relations and black
/ white relations of the historical period, but he does it
with a light enough touch that it's not condescending or
cheap. In fact, by the end of the book, the characters and
situations don’t seem goofy at all anymore, so engrossed
does one become in the narrative.

City of Devils isn't a work of deep themes or weighty
philosophy, but it's a pleasurable read and doesn't insult
the reader’s intelligence. That's a pretty good deal no
matter how you look at it.

Arcadia spins

Tom Stoppard’s time-tripping
play runs at the Wichita Center
for the Arts Sept. 18-22.

Y/ 4 When I look at equations my eyes cloud
over,” said Shaun-Michael Morris, the
director of Arcadia, Tom Stoppard’s

mathematical romance, which runs this week only at

Wichita’s Center for the Arts. So when the theater’s

artistic director, John Boldenow, asked Morris to direct

the play, “I took it on with faith in JB,” Morris said.

But, he said, “Stoppard does a masterful job of taking
complex ideas about math and science and making
them accessible.”

Despite the play’s intellectual landscape, “this play
is totally a love story.” One character might “speak the
world of math” while another speaks “in literature” and
another is mute, his language consisting of “a piano that
plays offstage” — but “all these people speak romantic
languages,” he said.

Arcadia challenges not only with words but also with
objects. It occurs in two different time periods — the
18th and 21st centuries — but many of the same physi-
cal items appear in both, so, for example, an accounting
ledger used by a character in the 1700s must appear
again — obviously considerably aged by the passage of
time — in the other.

Cast and crew learned to juggle two versions of
multitudes of such props (Casey Eubanks is the show's
prop designer), one for each era, tracking where on the
stage they need to be at different points in the play with
the aid of color-coded tape. Morris said the show’s stage
manager, Jackie Donahue, has been meticulous about
tracking what needs to be where, and Boldenow, who
is a professional art appraiser and collector, has found
beautiful antique books for the play.

The cast includes many actors new to the Center’s
stage, including Katie Robu who plays Thomasina,

a 15-year-old math genius. Katie is the daughter of

Wichita veteran thespians Karen and Tim Robu. In
June, Morris performed at Music Theatre of Wichita,
which features pre-show dance numbers by high-

school interns. During those rehearsals, Morris said, “I

was scoping out the kids in the teen choir every night,

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Got a vaccine? Put it in me

Despite an aversion to
needles, prevention is
best.

and vaccinated everybody. | hated it, but
had seen enough of the disease to know
I had to put up with it. There was also
the public shaming of those who cried
or yelled. Peer pressure can be a bitch.
Works, though.

In 1969, when Uncle Sam sent me
a personal invitation to

say I'll enjoy it, but I'll get it.

Just to be careful. When |
stopped teaching high school
| stopped getting the flu annu-
ally. I had been getting it once
or twice a year. All of those

It’s flu shot time again. Can't

come and join his big green
machine, | was given no
choices. Our basic training
outfit was run over to a big
metal building and lined up.
Medics holding air powered
injection devices just went
down the line blasting serum

lovely cherubs with runny
noses, explosive sneezes and
uncovered coughs just made
it impossible to avoid. Now |
cover myself by getting the
shot, and it’s been pretty successful.

When | was a tot, | got taken to the
county health department in El Dorado
for some mandated shots. | hated it. |
literally ran for the door once. My mother
had brought my grandmother along
suspecting just such a move and | was
headed off at the door. | got the regular
course of shots for that time.

I don’t remember what those shots
were aimed at preventing. | had the
mumps, the chickenpox and two kinds
of measles. Mostly everyone did. They
just swept through the school, everyone
missed a few days and then they were
gone. Once you were exposed, you
either got it or proved to have some
kind of immunity. No big deal. Given the
choice, | probably would have taken the
disease over a shot.

The big turnaround for me was polio.
My mom contracted polio in the early
1950s and spent an extended period of
time in the hospital. She was one of the
lucky ones. She recovered nearly totally
and only had one almost imperceptibly
droopy shoulder to show for it. Lots of
others were less lucky. They spent time
in iron lungs, lost the use of their legs
or other parts of their bodies and many
died.

When the Salk vaccine was developed,
they pretty much lined us up at school

into our arms. There was one
on each side just to be fair.
Then they ran us back to our
company area. Those who
were sent to Vietnam got to
get extra shots.

After my military service (spent for
the most part fighting the good fight
in Oklahoma) | started to travel a bit. At
first, | went only to tame places around
Europe. No shots necessary. Well, there
was the ones | got related to that nasty
rash, but .... Gradually | began to travel
to more remote countries and into less
healthy areas. These called for shots.

| remember getting a shot for dengue
fever and another for yellow fever. The
yellow fever shot was a killer. It didn't
hurt much, but it raised a knot the size of
a deviled egg which turned lovely shades
of yellow and purple. It laid me out for
about a day and a half. Damn. (The actual
disease can make you vomit blood and
die, which lasts longer than a day and a
half.)

One trip, | spent a couple of weeks in
Indonesia. Bali was lovely and the world’s
largest Buddhist temple was breath-
taking. Then we went into the interior
of one of the islands. At a traditional
funeral, we were invited to a place of
honor and fed. Cows were slaughtered

as offerings. Many other animals were
also offered up. Another day we walked
through the market where the ani-
mals were purchased for the sacrifices.
Interesting.

On the way out, | flew through Hong
Kong. There, there seemed to be some
sort of panic about a new strain of flu.
| don’t remember if it was swine flu or
bird flu, but it had lots of people wear-
ing those white surgical masks. On the
flight back to the United States, most of
the flight attendants were wearing the
masks. Two days after | got home, | came
down with an illness that flattened me.
Fever, headaches, gastric distress (to
put it politely — I could have included
the word projectile had | wanted to be
gross), you name it. Shoulda had a shot.

When | advanced into geezerhood, |
figured that | was pretty much finished
with shots. Then | heard on NPR that they
had a vaccine for shingles. | knew imme-
diately that I had to have it. My grandfa-
ther had a vicious case of shingles and
mom had one, too. Shingles are not fun.
The guy on the ad on TV says it's the
worst pain he ever had and grandpa
would have agreed with him.

The shot was expensive and a bit
inconvenient, but | got it as soon as |
could get it scheduled. Now | can tsk
tsk at my brother in law who is fighting
shingles. Apparently anyone who had
chickenpox already has the virus in his/
her body and it can break out as shingles
or fever blisters at any time. Pay the
money and get the shot.

All this is to say, | guess, that despite
my antipathy for needles | have come to
accept their usefulness. When | see Jenny
McCarthy railing against vaccination
of children on TV, | just push the mute
button and watch the way she moves
in her tight dress. Maybe I'll even go
out and find somewhere that | can geta
cheap pneumonia shot. They have those
now, too. »
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
