William Flynn debuts four new originals

W ith a cooling, blustery sunset and 
extreme wind outside, the Fisch 
Haus gave shelter to jazz enthu-

siasts Tuesday, March 11, for the second 
installment of the Jazz Series at the Fisch 
Haus during the month of March.

And viruses for fun.

T ourism is the largest industry in 
the world. The largest and fastest 
growing sector of the industry? 

Cruising. Depending on estimates, 
between one in three and one in seven 
Americans have been on a 
cruise. It’s a $15 billion busi-
ness; the yearly profits of the 
two largest companies alone 
eclipse the combined profits 
of Southwest Airlines, AT&T, 
Staples, and Best Buy. Yet when 
you hear about a cruise ship 
on the news, it’s likely because 
some ship had an outbreak of 
what is commonly referred to 
as “Norovirus.”

I’m on one such ship. In my 
line of work, cruise ships pay 
quite well. For some per-
spective: land-based theater work has 
always paid my bills, but ships paid for 
my car and my condo. The quality of 
cruise entertainment varies wildly from 
low-rent production companies casting 
recent college graduates in sequin-
bedazzled “Hot Hot Hot” revues to casts 
of Broadway, TV, and opera veterans 
from around the world doing anything 
from classical concerts to full produc-
tions of Broadway hits. Either way, it’s 
four to ten months living on one of these 
floating cities entertaining inebriated 
tourists who each gain, on average, five 
pounds per week onboard according to 
industry estimates.

When you hear about a “norovirus” 
outbreak, it’s not until it’s affected a few 
hundred passengers. The recent Royal 
Caribbean outbreak affected something 
over 700 people. These reports make 
it sound as though ships are horrid, 
unsanitary places which breed virulent 
disease. That’s not true… okay, except 
on Carnival. In truth there is one primary 
cause for these outbreaks, and it is you. 
The passenger. You dirty, selfish jerk.

Cruise ships are held to CDC sanita-
tion standards and frequent inspections 
that far outstrip any land-based hotel/
restaurant regulations. Yet by design 
these ships are built to house thousands 
of people in close proximity for days or 
weeks on end, so when one of those 
people brings with them any sort of 
gastroenteritis — from garden-variety 
stomach flu to any other virus — it won’t 
be long before the confined environ-
ment turns the ship into a floating petri 
dish if a few simple precautions aren’t 
taken.

When 3 percent of the passengers or 
crew on ship report an illness, the CDC 
must be alerted and a protocol usu-
ally called something like “red level” is 
initiated. This changes day-to-day life 
onboard for both passengers and crew 
until the number of reported cases is 

brought down. Some services are limited 
or shut down and every effort that can 
practically be made to limit unnecessary 
person-to-person (or person-to-object-
to-person) contact is put into place. 
Some of the already overworked staff in 
the kitchen and houekeeping depart-
ments see their workload and hours 
almost double. All that is requested of 
the vacationing throng of paying guests 

is to report, immediately, any 
episode of stomach-related 
illness and to remain isolated in 
their cabins for a time if they’ve 
been ill, to prevent the further 
spread of infection. Also, to 
wash their hands.

These requests, I have 
recently witnessed onboard a 
ship, are hugely inconvenient 
for some people. Thus, things 
get bad and stay bad, so that a 
few assholes can get what they 
paid for from their vacation.

At every entrance to the 
main buffet are space-age automatic 
hand washing robots into which you 
simply place your hands for 20 seconds. 
All the work is done for you. Couldn’t be 
easier. It’s actually very pleasant and like 
any regular hand washing proven to cut 
the spread of illness by a huge percent-
age. Simple logic, your mom probably 
told you this.

Dozens of times, I witnessed adult 
passengers become visibly angry when 
politely asked to wash their hands when 

entering the buffet. Often even abusing 
the “offending” staff simply because they 
dared to give a paying guest any sort of 
instruction or insult their hygiene. At the 
root of every complaint lay a message 
that boiled down to “You are not the 
boss of me.”

These same sorts of people refuse to 
remain isolated in their rooms despite 
medical advice, spreading the virus to 
the rest of the ship because, “Why should 
I waste my vacation in my cabin? I paid 
for it; I can do what I want.”

Paying for a vacation does not invali-
date your obligations in the social con-
tract of civilization. You stay home when 
you’re ill not because you can’t do your 
job, but to prevent the spread of illness 
to those you work with.

The Filipinos and Indonesians who 
are already doing absolutely everything 
for you, with a smile, while being asked 
your condescending questions (“Do you 
live in a hut?”) are now having to work

W ichita experienced a growth spurt 
in the early part of the 20th century, 
its population swelling by 350% 

between 1900 and 1930. The discovery of oil in 
the area, coupled with the burgeoning aircraft 
industry, attracted both businessmen and 
laborers in droves. A housing crisis loomed, 
especially in the center of town, where most of 
the city’s professional offices were based.

So began the era of apartment living in 
Wichita. There were, of course, already any 
number of apartment buildings in the city, but 
between roughly 1920 and 1930 there was a 
boom in the construction of multi-unit resi-
dential dwellings — most of them handsome, 
if not downright luxurious. This and next 
week’s Wichitarchaeology entries look at ten 
such buildings of the era, all still standing and 
providing housing to Wichitans today.

THE VIRGINIA AND 
INTERDALE APARTMENTS

The Virginia and Interdale Apartments, 
along with the now-extinct Cathedral 
Apartments, were opened in 1918 in the core 
of the city.

The Virginia, built by developer Elmer Reece 
and contractors Dieter & Wenzel, was then and 
remains today a lovely example of Crafsman 
architecture. Deep red brick is contrasted with 
native limestone and woodwork, as well as 
period Craftsman touches such as the light 
fixtures on the building’s porches. At the time 
it was built, the 12-unit Virginia was quite 
modern, boasting “thoroughly fireproof” con-
struction, steam heat, gas fireplaces and even a 
telephone system that connected each apart-
ment to the super’s room in the basement. 
Located on the southeast corner of Third and 
Topeka (401-403-405 E. Third), this apartment 
block was nominated in 2001 for placement on 
the National Register of Historic Places.

The Interdale and Cathedral Apartments 
were built simultaneously by Chicago-based 
developer Andrew McAush. The former still 
stands today, though it is perhaps not as 
well-kept as it once was. Still, despite being 
overdue for a renovation, its architecture has 
maintained a sort of hulking grace over the 
years, and it is easy to imagine the faded, tired 
30-unit block attracting fresh tenants, particu-
larly with downtown’s continuing renaissance 
(not to mention Interdale’s proximity to Via 
Christi’s St. Francis Hospital campus, with its 
many employment opportunities).

The Cathedral Apartments, on the northeast 
corner of Central and Lawrence (Broadway), 
was razed some years ago. The parking lot 
to the south of The Lord’s Diner occupies its 
former spot today.

INGELWOOD APARTMENTS
Hollywood (aka Ingelwood) Apartments at 

211-213-215-217 N. Emporia, was conceived 

by local developer R.T. Ingels as a hip homage 
to California-style living. Unfortunately, just 
as the apartment block was about to open, 
Tinseltown’s lustrous public image took a turn 
toward the rusty, as a string of scandals in that 
coastal Gomorrah soured opinions in more 
prudish parts of the nation. First there was 
the nasty business of the Fatty Arbuckle trial, 
and then Denver native Courtland Dines was 
shot dead in a sensational affair that involved 
both Mabel Normand and Edna Purviance — 
two of the biggest movie stars in the world at 
the time. Ingels, afraid of being tarnished by 
association, abruptly changed the name of his 
apartments to Ingelwood.

The Wichita Eagle reported on the block’s 
opening on Feb. 3, 1924, noting: “The 
apartments were originally to be named 
the Hollywood apartments, but unsavory 
events in the California city made this name 

unpopular. It will cost $32 to have the name 
Hollywood on the nameplates cut away and 
$62 to have new nameplates placed.”

The demure Hollywood’s two units still 
stand side-by-side today, bracing a central 
courtyard with mature trees; surrounded by 
small commercial buildings and empty lots, it 
is easily overlooked by passing motorists.

THE SHIRKMERE 
APARTMENTS

The Shirkmere Apartments, brainchild of 
hotelier-developer Oscar Shirk, is — with 105 
units — one of the era’s most formidable 
residential buildings. Shirk had in the 1910s 
purchased and renovated the Eaton Hotel; 
a few years later he erected the Crescent

G eneral film audiences know director Sam 
Raimi’s work mostly from two genre 
franchises. The first is the low-budget, 

hyperkinetic Evil Dead series. The second is the 
mega-budget blockbuster first Spider-Man tril-
ogy.

Between these two franchises Raimi had a 
number of other films, mostly of a more dra-
matic bent, such as A Simple Plan, For Love of the 
Game, and The Gift.

Raimi’s 1990 film Darkman, recently released 
as a Collector’s Edition blu-ray from genre 
specialty label Shout Factory, topically bridges 
the gap between the director’s early indie horror 
work and his big budget superhero and fantasy 
epics.

After trying and failing to obtain the rights to 

adapt Batman and The Shadow for the screen, 
Raimi created his own superhero in the form of 
Doctor Peyton Westlake (Liam Neeson), a scien-
tist horribly disfigured in a lab explosion seeking 
vengeance on the mobsters who caused it.

Raimi based his superhero more on the 
monster and anti-hero templates from classic 
Universal films such as The Phantom of the Opera, 
in that, while a sympathetic figure, Westlake’s 
need for vengeance and wild emotional instabil-
ity compounded with a face so badly scorched 
even Freddy Krueger would wince results in the 
character’s slow evolution into a socially rejected 
almost-monster.

After the explosion, Westlake was found 
floating in a nearby river and taken to a hospital. 
Unidentifiable due to his horrific burns, surgeons 
assumed their patient was just some unfortu-

Q uick, readers! Think of every single 
movie you’ve ever seen that involves 
cars. If you’ve seen at least a couple 

in this expansive genre from American Graffiti 
to the latest Fast and the Furious sequel, then 
you’ve in essence seen Need for Speed, which 
takes its title from a long series of racing video 
games dating back to 1994 and the original 
PlayStation.

Since the video games lacked a plot, the 
filmmakers of this romp decided to make 
their script a series of bullet points from 
previous films in the car movie genre, namely 
Cannonball Run and Smokey and the Bandit.

What we’ve got here is a story of a sullen ex-
race car driver and ex-con (Aaron Paul) who 
races across the country in a Shelby Mustang 
with a tag along English chick (Imogen Poots) 
to be a part of a multimillion dollar race that 
will in turn avenge the death that sent our 
main character to prison.

In order to cram in as much action as there 
can possibly be in a two hour and 15 minute 
car chase movie, much logic is overlooked.

I don’t mind a sequence where a car has 
to be latched to helicopter to make a daring 
escape, but I can’t overlook contradictory 
points in the plot.

For instance, the main character completely 
disregards the lives of innocent people yet his 
motivation in this story centers around how 
his friend died in a car wreck under similar 
circumstances.

It kind of makes it difficult to root for him, 
especially with this film’s ill-timed release with 
the real life highway pursuit in Denver. It’s 
also hard to understand their money situation 
when they drink imported beer and have a full 
bar, flat screen TV and PlayStation 3 (product 
placement, of course) in their garage.

A big draw to this film will be from Paul’s 
performance, thanks to the success of 
Breaking Bad. But this film does him no favors, 
as he lacks the charisma other actors have had 
in similar race car driver rolls.

Poots has nothing new to offer and makes 
you pine for those days when Sally Field was 
cute as a frog in Bandit.

The real highlight of the film is to see 
Michael Keaton of all people portray an 
Internet disc jockey who is somehow observ-
ing all of this illegal racing content without 
being arrested or question by police, but who 

cares as long as he’s using his Batman voice to 
make the announcements?

Films like Super Mario Bros. and Doom 
received a lot of flack from critics due to their 
source material being based from video 
games. Hopefully, those same critics don’t 
consider them as bad as Need for Speed’s 
efforts to take what seems like an amusing 
racing game and turn it into a dragged out 
and pretty dull example of the car movie 
genre, who have nothing else but impressive 
car stunts to offer on the table. If you want 
something new, give Drive a spin instead.

Horseshoes and Handgrenades 
is a surprisingly elegant wine
A blend with grapes 
from two states makes 
this red a true black 
sheep.

M outon Noir is the brainchild of 
Andre Hueston Mack, former 
sommelier for Thomas Keller’s 

world-renowned restaurants, French 
Laundry and Per Se. “Mouton Noir” 
means black sheep in French, and Mack’s 
wines live on the fringe of the industry, 
though his previous work for Keller and 
contacts in New York’s high-end restau-
rants served as the launching pad for his 
foray into winemaking.

With names like “Love Drunk,” “Knock 
On Wood” and “O.P.P.” (Other People’s 
Pinot), and bold, black and white labels, 
Mouton Noir wines make it clear before 
you even open them that they are going 
to be different. I am a sucker for the 
aesthetic, which is probably a good thing 
as Mack seems to be targeting wine 
drinkers in my age group and younger 
(and if you’re asking, “O.P.P.” is my second 
favorite Naughty By Nature song after 
“Feel Me Flow”).

Horseshoes and Handgrenades is so 
dark it is glass-staining. It is a surprisingly 
elegant red blend of Oregon Syrah and 
Tempranillo and Washington Cabernet 
Sauvignon and Merlot. Already you can see 
that Mack is playing with the way we view 
winemaking in America. I can not decide 
what is more surreal: drinking a wine with 
Oregon fruit containing no Pinot Noir or 
drinking a wine containing fruit from two 
different states. This is certainly wine that 
sidesteps conventional thinking.

The Syrah and Tempranillo carry that 
Oregon earthiness that never disap-

points. I cherish Oregon wines with 
all my heart and it is because of their 
earthiness that I love them so. The two 
grapes are well suited to the flavor profile 
as their foreign ancestors from France 
and Spain so often prove. The ripe fruit is 
not overwhelmed by here by the earthy 
flavors and the two tastes complement 
each other well. The Cab and Merlot pro-
vide a layer of structure and complexity 
as well as a high concentration of flavor.

This wine went down like water due 
to its smoothness and around the third 
glass that I realized that duck would be a 
perfect pairing for it. Try it with a simple 
roasted duck or perhaps a pate or confit 
(you would most likely want to take this 
wine with you to a restaurant and pay 
the corkage fee unless you are well-
versed in preparing duck).

It would appear that Andre Mack is 
thriving on the cult status of his wines. If 
he continues to create wine this good, he 
will be hard-pressed to avoid mainstream 
stardom. Sometimes being the black 
sheep isn’t such a bad thing.

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Apartments in the 200 block of North 
Topeka. When that building filled up 
quickly with tenants, Shirk bought the 
lot just to the north, on the corner of 
Topeka and Second (where A.A. Hyde’s 
early family home had once stood), and 
planned to build a sumptuous “family 
hotel” on the site.

Shirk had been involved in the plan-
ning and financing of the Orpheum 
Theatre, and hired its architects, Eberson 
& Weaver (then officing in the Orpheum), 
to help bring the Shirkmere to real-
ity. Prolific Wichita contractor George 
Siedhoff won the construction bid, 
adding to his already huge pile of work; 
shortly before the Shirkmere’s open-
ing in April 1924, the Eagle reported: 
“During the past year Mr. Siedhoff has 
constructed more than a million dollars 
worth of buildings in Wichita, including 
the county jail, Shirkmere hotel, Kaufman 
building, Western Newspaper building, 
Luling Laundry, electric plant for Red 
Star Mill, addition to Beacon Building, 
W. A. Dye Building, and Dan Callahan’s 
residence.”

The construction of the Shirkmere 
building required 435,900 bricks, all 
made in Wichita by the Noll Brick 
Company, as well as a fair amount of 
the famously marble-like limestone of 
Carthage, Missouri. It quickly became 
a popular residence among Wichita 
businesspeople, and its denizens over 
the years included, to name but a few, 
former Wichita mayor and U.S. Chamber 
of Commerce representative John Powell 
and his wife Clara, Wichita Beacon owner/
editor Henry J. Hagny, noted naturalist 
Charles Payne, jeweler Cleon Whitney, 

furniture dealer Earle Hellums, druggist 
Ellis Cookson and Oscar Shirk himself. 
When he passed away at age 85 in 1960, 
Shirk lived in the penthouse atop the 
Shirkmere, enjoying an enviable 360-
degree view of the city from 100 feet up.

THE KENTUCKY AND 
BONTZ APARTMENTS

The Kentucky and Bontz Apartments 
both opened in 1925 in the 2600 block 
of East Douglas, part of a major buildup 
of apartment buildings in that stretch of 
Wichita’s key commercial thoroughfare. 
Though more or less similar in layout, 
each building possesses distinctive styl-
ing details.

The slightly more spartan exterior 
of the Bontz, opened for business in 
January of 1925, has a porch on the first 
floor, highlighted by a small portico 
in the center over the main entrance. 
Among its few embellishments are some 
simple limestone blocks in a block-quilt 
pattern between the second and third 
floors, a line of bricks placed sideways to 
visually separate the building’s capital, 
and a limestone name plate at the top, 
engraved with the legend BONTZ — 
APTS.

The Kentucky, built by local hotelier-
developer H.D. Gaines (who owned 
the Eaton after Shirk), features a porch/
balcony protruding out toward Douglas 
from each of its three stories. Built of 
red brick like its neighbor to the east, 
it boasts substantially more decorative 
brick and stone work. Nearly 90 years 
after their construction, both the Bontz 
and Kentucky buildings appear to have 
been well-maintained from the begin-
ning to the present day.

nate homeless fellow, and performed an 
experimental surgery which shut off their 
patient’s ability to feel physical pain. 
The side effect: with stimulus suddenly 
limited, the body responded with height-
ened emotional responses, resulting in 
hulklike rage accompanied by adrenaline 
surges.

Westlake tries to rebuild his life with 
girlfriend Julie (Frances McDormand, 
Fargo) with an experimental synthetic 
skin he’d developed, while using the 
same technology to vengefully frame 
the mobsters who blew him up. Even this 
chameleon facade has its limits, though, 
as the skin will only last 99 minutes in 
exposure to light.

Darkman is Raimi at his most visually 
unhinged, a pure B-movie action contriv-
ance thrust into greatness by its absolute 
lack of restraint and Raimi’s purely hyper-
kinetic storytelling. Lead mobster Durant 
(Larry Drake, L.A. Law and Dr. Giggles) 

likes to chop off his opponents’ fingers 
with a cigar cutter and, in a helicopter 
chase, is brazen enough to shoot gre-
nades at a pursuing police craft. Another 
bad guy has a wooden leg in which is 
hidden a machine gun. The bad guys are 
really bad in an archetypal comic book 
goon sort of way, making for great fun 
when it’s time for our antihero to start 
extinguishing them.

Action setpieces are gleefully over the 
top, the standout being the previously 
mentioned helicopter chase in which 
Darkman hangs from a cable and hook 
connected to a villain’s helicopter while 
his prey dips him into oncoming traffic 
or slams him through the windows of 
high rise buildings. And all the while, 
the dangling Darkman is yelling for the 
pursuing police helicopter to, “Get back! 
He’s MIIIIIIIINE!”

Raimi’s visual exuberance isn’t just in 
terms of action, though, and many of 
his coolest tricks are used in sequences 
meant to illustrate Westlake’s wild mood 

swings and agitated states of mind, a 
standout of which is a sequence at a car-
nival where, after having won a midway 
game, the carnie refuses him his prize.

There’s a moment there, right before 
Westlake completely loses his cool, we 
see Liam Neeson’s irritated mug with the 
carnival backdrop. The camera crashes in 
on one of his eyes as the backdrop crum-
bles, revealing red flames behind. Inside 
his eye we see a fireball ignite, then the 
camera comes back out the other eye as 
the world behind Westlake reconstitutes 
itself into the carnival.

The sequence may be a total of two 
seconds long, but, as a visual representa-
tion of what’s going on in the character’s 
mind, it’s amazing.

As for the romantic element, 
Westlake’s relationship with Julie is, 
of course, a sort of doomed element, 
perhaps a superhero echo of films such 
as Universal’s The Phantom of the Opera 
and The Hunchback of Notre Dame which 
Raimi was drawing influence from. Yet, 

knowing he had a potential franchise on 
his hands, Raimi didn’t kill his antihero, 
but instead set him up for more adven-
tures in the future.

As the 
melody began to progress I was still con-
cerned that the next note — or the next 
note or the next note — was going to be 
the wrong one. My fears never quelled 
despite being consistently wrong with 
every new tune. Flynn played the right 
melodies the whole night and kept his 
arrangements and statements simple.

The whole band kept things simple. 
Taking short solos with more focus 
on theme than chops, the sound was 
less jazz and more progressive rock. 
Moments recalled Yes, others Tortoise 
and an underlying bed of sound that felt 
like if Bruce Hornsby and Solagget got 
together.

Jarvis laid the canvas with his B3 (or 
some facsimile there of) organ, often, 
very conversationally, responding to and 
directing dynamics — occasionally hoot-
ing at Flynn’s inspired lead passages. 
Foley, wearing a ball cap and a smile 
the entire night, took just a few short, 
melodic solos focusing on maintaining 
the feel of the piece rather than prov-
ing technical prowess, something this 
quartet is in no shortage of, yet they kept 
a yolk on it.

No drum solos. Hatfield instead — 
focusing on getting the right texture, 
groove and feel for each piece or part 
— proved that a well-placed period can 
influence a story arch to a much higher 
degree than any amount of exclamation 

points.
A story of maturity and experience 

played out over a soundtrack of exuber-
ance and youthful exploration inside the 
dish at the Fisch Haus. The sum larger 
than the whole Flynn’s quartet lifted the 
music off the page and into the hearts of 
the audience. The crowd calling out for 
more after every piece the night came to 
a close with a majority in the audience 
wanting just a bit more.

The series concludes next Tuesday, 
March 25, featuring Seth Carrithers play-
ing with Jeff Gordon, Beau Jarvis, Randy 
Zellers and Tatsuya Hidano.

D ear Mexican: 
What’s the story 
with Mexican 

pastries? Like most cul-
tures, Mexicans seem to be 
cribbing from the French, 
but pan dulce just winds 
up tasting like a dinner roll 
with a little icing on top. 
So many other parts of 
Mexican cuisine emphasize 
strong flavors. Why must 
the best part of the meal be 
so bland?

— Un Bolillo
Dear French Roll Gabacho: 

You’re being a bit harsh. 
Mexican pan dulce (sweet 
breads for those who don’t 
habla) is as varied as Mexican 
skin tones, from the conchas 
(the ones that look like sea 
shells — hence, their name) 
to empanadas (turnovers 

stuffed with everything from 
apples to pumpkin to coconut 
cream and strawberries) to 
rosca de reyes (the pan dulce 
offered during the Feast of 
the Epiphany that’s 
essentially a ring of 
sugar upon sugar) 
to that pan dulce 
with a top layer 
consisting solely 
of candy sprinkles. 
But you’re right 
to note that most 
pan dulce appears 
to originate from 
French pastries 
— because that’s 
true. You can blame two 
historical porquerías for this: 
the occupation by Emperor 
Maximilian that also brought 
Mexico the waltzes danced 
during quinceañeras, and the 
Porfiriato, the long reign of 
Mexican President Porfirio 
Díaz in which he tried to 

modernize Mexico by trying 
to act French and giving away 
land to the evil gabachos. I 
personally don’t have a prob-
lem with pan dulce being a 
mestizo version of French 
yummies — this is Mexico, 
after all, a country borne from 
the mixing of foreign cultures 

— but I always like 
to point out pan 
dulce’s roots to 
people who still 
insist there’s such a 
thing as “authentic” 
Mexican food. Their 
equivocations in 
trying to justify this 
sweet, inconvenient 
truth after having 
blasted a Tex-Mex 
combo plate as 

not authentically Mexican 
is as laughable as Mexican 
President Enrique Peña Nieto 
trying to appear as anything 
other than the pendejo he is. 

I was wondering how 
the Mexican-American 
population regards Jaime 
Escalante and his legacy as 

an educator. In my mind, he 
is a civil rights pioneer, in 
that he urged his Mexican-
American students to break 
through the unofficial 
caste system existing in 
the United States, wherein 
Mexicans would have to 
work lower-paying and 
lower-skilled jobs than 
their white counterparts. 
Many of his students are 
lawyers, doctors and educa-
tors. Is there a consensus 
among Mexican-Americans 
that Escalante was noth-
ing short of a hero because 
of the high standards he 
placed on his students?

Dear Gabacho: If only. The 

sad verdad is that Escalante 
— whose story was immortal-
ized in the 1988 film Stand 
and Deliver, which has been 
seen by every Mexican high 
school student in class at least 
twice a year ever since — is 
only universally admired by 
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“Three in a Row” —
