My only niece graduated from Emporia

State and considered grad school but
thought that she might take a walk-
about for a semester before taking that
academic path. She decided to backpack
through Central America, ostensibly to

learn Spanish. While there, she fell in with

a group of Israeli travelers. This made
my sister a bit less anxious. Until, that is,
pictures started showing up on
Facebook of her daughter and
some Israeli guy.

When Katherine returned
home, she announced that she
was going to go to Israel to be
with her boyfriend, an Israeli
law student named Tamir. She
worked two jobs for nearly a
year and put together enough
money for a plane ticket to Tel
Aviv. And she left.

Last year we flew to Tel Aviv
for the wedding. They also took
us all around Israel and the West Bank.
My sister is pretty religious, so we did
many biblical sites. At that time, there
seemed to be little tension between the
West Bank Palestinians and the Israelis.
We spent several days in Jerusalem, as
well. My impression was that the city
was full of religious devotees and those

determined to make sure that they left
Jerusalem with far less money than they
came with.

Tamir’s family is from the professional
class: a doctor and a secondary principal.
They are, for Israelis, quite liberal and
generally inclined to oppose Netanyahu
and his government. They are not, how-
ever, flexible on security. Tamir, like most
Israeli men (except the ultra orthodox
who are exempt from military service) is
a reservist, having served his three-year
hitch between college and law school.

Being in Tel Aviv is like being in almost
any European city. It is Jewish, but one
has little trouble finding a bacon cheese-
burger. It is a seaside resort and Israel’s
largest city. It is also at the edge of the
range of rockets from Gaza.

The kids took us to see the construc-
tion of the apartment building in which
they will live. The unit they bought is on
the eighth of 11 floors with a balcony,
from which one can see the ocean if you
lean way out and the weather conditions
are fine. | had never seen a building built
like this one.

Where most buildings are chiefly sup-
ported by a steel girder skeleton, this

This week in Wichita

he city of Wichita celebrated its
’ 144th birthday this week, and

Wichitarchaeology is marking the
occasion with a series of news highlights
from July issues of the Wichita Eagle
going back all the way to the city’s begin-
nings. This is the second installment of
three; last week's, covering 1872-1900,
saw Wichita’s transformation from dusty
cowtown to proper prairie city. All text is
taken directly from the Tihen Notes on
the Eagle, except that in italics, which is
the author’s commentary.

Sunday, July 21, 1901: Business men
are objecting to the number of telephone
and light poles being put on the business
streets. A count showed 113 poles on Main
street between Douglas and Elm.

The park commissioners are now
enlarging the zoo pens in Riverside
Park. There are at present three elk, two
deer and one antelope in the park. Park
Commissioner Dickson stated yesterday
that people look at the animals more
than they do at the flower beds.

Saturday, July 22, 1905: The pre-
liminary surveys for straightening of the
channel of Chisholm Creek from 25th
Street to its mouth were completed
by City Engineer Brown yesterday and
approved by Mayor Ross. The meander-
ings of the stream from 25th Street to
the Arkansas River add up to a length of
a little over 14 miles, and the plan will
reduce this to seven miles and make the
channel almost perfectly straight. The
straightened Chisholm Creek is today famil-
iar to most Wichitans as the canal running
across the city underneath the elevated
sections of Highway 135.

Wednesday, July 18, 1906: Deposed
manager of baseball team, W. J. Kimmel,
who owns a 61 foot strip of ground
extending across the north end of
Association Park between Main and
Water, built a barbed wire fence around
his property yesterday cutting off 20 feet
inside the north fence of the ball park.

Friday, July 24, 1908: A “boyless
passenger elevator” is the latest innova-
tion in office building appointments to
be installed in the city. The Northern
building, formerly known as the Fletcher
building, is the innovator in this instance.
The bells of the Northern building are
being completely remodeled.

Sunday, July 16, 1911: Workmen
digging up Central Avenue yesterday
preparatory to the laying of pavement
uncovered solid wood a couple of feet
below the surface of the street. Digging
further, they uncovered a string of ties
upon which once rested the rails of a
street line built in Wichita a generation
ago. The ties were in a remarkably good
state of preservation.

Association Park is to be abandoned.
Tony Weinschenk, owner of the grounds
and equipment, is ending the lease of
Frank Isbell, owner of the former Wichita
Jobbers, this fall, and the fence, grand-
stands, bleachers, and club house will
be torn down and the lumber sold. The
ground will be subdivided into lots and
sold for residences. Association Park
is located on South Main street, near
the old fair grounds. It was fenced and
equipped for the old Wichita team of
the Western Association in the spring of
1905. Since then a second grandstand
has been built and the park remodeled.

Saturday, July 20, 1912: Wichita’s busi-
est corner, Main and Douglas, is to have a
complete new street pavement and new

tracks. The improvement was delayed two
months because new steel rails failed to
arrive. These have now arrived and will be
laid. Cobble stones were torn out yester-
day. Wood block pavement will be placed
between the rails.

Saturday, July 19, 1919: Wichita
population passed 65,000, so state law
authorizes it to establish a park board,
and the city commission passed a resolu-
tion yesterday to do so.

Saturday, July 23, 1921: City commis-
sion yesterday considered a system that
will limit the time one automobile can
park in one place in the congested district
to 40 or 45 minutes. Some heroic measure
is needed to relieve the congestion.

reports Wichita’s new municipal swim-
ming pool is tentatively scheduled to
open on Sunday, July 22. Cost $35,000. It
is 272 feet long and 235 feet wide, cover-
ing one and one-half acres and contain-
ing 1,500,000 gallons of water. This pool
would be replaced in 1938 by the WPA-built
Municipal Beach; the site is now home to
the Ralph Wulz Tennis Facility in South
Riverside Park.

Wednesday, July 27, 1927: The five
million candlepower beacon atop a 51
foot tower at the Wichita airport was
lighted for the first time yesterday.

Sunday, July 28, 1929: Yesterday
completed the first year of business
in Wichita of the Supreme Propeller
Company, 915 East Lincoln. The com-
pany was organized June 15, 1928. More
than 3,000 propellers have been built,
with average production 250 to 300 per
month. The company’s new $60,000 fac-
tory building will be ready for occupancy
Sept. 1. It will be 75 by 312 feet, fronting
on Lincoln and bordering on Washington
and Mosley. ... This week a 400 horse-
power Liberty motor to be used in
testing propellers will be installed as
part of the regular equipment. It will be
mounted on a track chassis and is geared
to give two revolutions of the propel-
ler for one of the engine, to provide the
40 percent overload test required by
the department of commerce. Supreme
Propellor, later renamed Stone, would go
out of business shortly thereafter, in the
wake of the stock market crash. Many other
early aerospace companies did likewise; see
May 16, 2013 edition of F5.

inal Friday may occur at a
Fﬁxed point on the calendar,

but the work of architect
and artist Kent Thomas Williams
operates within no such boundar-
ies of time, space or expectation.

In his latest show at the Center
for the Arts, Williams stretches
the fabric of space-time with a
body of work titled Cusp: Arrival
of the Qoolieros, Into and Through
the Noisy Planet.

Explaining the show’s billing as
his first in over a decade, Williams
said, “I've done a show every 18
months or so, either under my
pseudonym, Azul Bison, or unan-
nounced in group shows. This
is the first ‘full-on ready for my
audience to know about it’ show.

Williams' visual art will be
accompanied by Instructions for
Use, a document drafted by the
late Jake Euker, a close friend and
kindred spirit of the artist. Just
as Williams uses some 28 panels
of complex graphite drawings
to map his ideas on geographic
homage and benevolent com-
munity, Euker contextualizes
Williams' Noisy Planet for a variety
of scenarios, adapting its function
to its surroundings.

For example, Euker wrote, “It
is not a violation of federal law
to use the record in a manner
inconsistent with its labeling.

No labeling, per se, has been
provided. You may use the record
any way you choose.

“To use the record as decora-
tion, please avoid examination of
the record and its contents.

“For use as a temporal map,
please read the record from right
to left, beginning at any fixed
point chosen arbitrarily.”

The work featured in Cusp will
not only be on display at the
Center for the Arts, but it will
also be for sale. This commercial
angle fits Williams’ intentionally
professional approach to the
exhibition but also suits his goals

for upcoming projects.

While Williams loves spend-
ing hours in the studio creating
experimental art, he hopes to cul-
tivate concrete change outside
his artistic practice, specifically
by honoring the legacy of real
physical spaces like those that his
fantastic Qooleiros represent.

Williams mentions, in particu-
lar, a large red rock of spiritual
significance to the Kaw people,
which was removed from its
original location on the banks of
the Kaw River near Topeka and
relocated to Robinson Park in
Lawrence with a plague honoring

the tradition of European settlers
in the area.

“We can't put it back where it
was taken from, history can’t be
revised,” Williams said. “But | think
we could benefit from thinking
about how and where this rock
wants to sit for the next 700 years.”

As if exploring Euker’s
Instructions for Use, Williams' has
chosen a point from which to
begin traveling through the pos-
sibilities of a particular place and
time. The Center for the Arts is
now, Kaw River Prayer Rock may
be the future, but really, it's all
just the beginning.

he picture: an early scene
’ in The Purge: Anarchy, the
sequel to last year’s dysto-
pian thriller hit, The Purge.

An elderly black man from an
inner city neighborhood is in a
sharp suit sitting on a chairin a
room of the luxurious home of a
wealthy family.

The man, who has found out he
has a terminal disease, had put his
life up for bid. In exchange for his
life, $100,000 will go in his surviv-
ing family’s bank account.

He is surrounded by four metic-
ulously dressed, well-groomed
white people. They brandish
Jason Voorhees-esque machetes.
Everything in the room is coated
in the sort of plastic sheeting you
use for house painting projects.

This one moment sums up the
entire film thematically. Once a

year, this dystopian version of the
United States has a 12-hour period
known as “The Purge,” in which all
crimes are allowed under vague
illusions of having a cleansing
effect on the psyche of the nation
as a whole, as well as some sort of
alluded-to religious importance.
This sequel finds a number of

poor and middle class people
ending up trapped out of doors
during this grim “holiday;” their
only hope for survival is a well-
armed loner on a mysterious
purging quest of his own who's
too softhearted to just leave them
in the street to be killed.

Along the way they not only

their own to do a little killing.

The film actually works very well as a
more or less pulp action affair with huge,
broad, day-glo radioactive strokes of
blunt social commentary. As in the first
example above, such commentary is
anything but subtle, incorporated into
the plot with a jackhammer rather than
keystrokes.

Much of the plot’s progression rests on
the shoulders of the antihero vigilante
stranger who is, in look, action, equip-
ment and even motivation, a near
carbon-copy of Marvel Comics’ vener-
able antihero The Punisher. Hell, the
actor’s first name is even Frank. There’s
nothing original or unguessable about
this guy, but Frank Grillo’s performance
in the part makes the character work,
and that’s enough.

The film breezes by utilizing the
dumb tropes common to action films.
Civilians likely to have never fired a gun
in their lives are firing on dune-buggy
riding mass killers with fully automatic
submachine guns they’d likely have no
idea how to adequately operate. While

walking down city streets where it'd

be important to keep quiet so as to not
attract attention, one character’s grating
teenage daughter won't stop babbling
at full volume, and no one, including
Punisher-esque Stranger, seems willing
to stop her from doing so. It is in such
conversations that we get most of our
glimpses into Punisher-esque Stranger’s
ideas, philosophy and motivation. A
more subtle writer would have found
more logical ways to bring such charac-
terization to light.

What the filmmakers have really wanted
us to leave the theater with is its heavy-
handed social commentary. Toward the
end of the film, we witness an anti-Purge
inner-city militia, reminiscent of the Black
Panthers, launch an assault on a purge
hunting facility full of rich, fist-bumping
Romney family types. The film is orches-
trated so that we'll cheer as these rich
bastards in their fancy suits and expen-
sive night vision Oakleys get their necks
snapped and their bodies riddled with
bullets. None of these people have any
character depth whatsoever, let alone
complexity or redemptiveness. They are a
collective element: the social-class enemy.

This sort of dark, dystopian literaliza-
tion of the notion of class warfare via film
has seen an uptick in the last few years,
the greatest success to point to likely
being the Hunger Games franchise. Given
the current state of political polarization
in this nation, this isn’t really surprising.

But — and this is an important thing
to consider — there’s no depth applied
to the enemy here. The rich are the same
sort of cannon fodder you'd find in the

one is built around a concrete core. Thus,
every apartment has a room that is also
a bunker.

My sister and her husband are going
there this week for the birth of their
grandchild and to help with the move
into the new apartment, which is tenta-
tively set for Aug. 1. They are also getting
there in the middle of the latest flare up
in the ongoing war between Israelis and
Palestinians in Gaza.

While the Palestinians of the West
Bank seem resigned to the existence of
the State of Israel and only get violent in

response to Israeli “settlements” in their
territory, those of Gaza, led by Hamas,
are not reconciled to the existence of
Israel. Their intransigence has alienated
their Arab allies, like Egypt, control their
southern border. Still, the militants are
determined to resist the Israeli “occu-
pation” of the land, stock up rockets
and periodically launch them at Israel,
bringing heavy retaliation down upon
themselves and other occupants of Gaza.
So as | sit here in the Kansas summer
waiting for news, my sister will be flying
from Tokyo to Tel Aviv via Istanbul on
Turkish Air (I know, but I'm pretty sure it
beats Malasian Air). They will be keep-

ing their daughter company, probably
through her labor and childbirth, while
her husband is likely to be called up with
his unit for duty along the borders of
Gaza. Rockets are not out of the range of
possibility.

All of this makes me revisit my
thoughts on the whole Mideast situ-
ation, the policies of Israel toward the
Palestinians and the policy of the U.S.
with Israel. But then, | do that periodically
anyway. And | haven’t come up with any-
thing startling or even useful. Nobody
has. And still people are dying.

But now it could be folks | know and
love.
